Suspension of the Departments of  

Connecticut, New Hampshire, and Rhode Island 
 

By the authority vested in me as Commander-in-Chief of the Sons of Union Veterans of 
the Civil War, the National Constitution and Regulations, and National Policies, it is hereby 
ordered as follows: 

Section 1: The Departments of Connecticut, New Hampshire, and Rhode Island have 
failed to file their Form 35 (Department Annual Report) and the required payment for per capita 
dues, both of which were due on or before May 31, 2015. 

Section 2: In accordance with National Regulations, Chapter II, Article I, Section 11, the 
Departments of Connecticut, New Hampshire, and Rhode Island are hereby automatically 
suspended. 

Section 3: The said Departments are reminded that while under suspension they are 
forbidden from conducting any business of the Order, other than that which will bring them back 
into good standing. Said Departments may be brought back into good standing after filing all 
delinquent forms, dues and any other required fees. 

Section 4: Additionally, the Department of Connecticut has failed to file their reports on 
time for more than five (5) consecutive years. In accordance with National Regulations, Chapter 
II, Article I, Section 10, the Department of Connecticut has therefore automatically forfeited all 
voting rights at the succeeding National Encampment, including the Department Commander and 
all Department Past Department Commanders, and the Department of Connecticut may not be 
reinstated until the succeeding National Encampment has occurred. 

The foregoing General Order is proclaimed this 11th day of June in the year of our Lord 
two thousand fifteen, and of the Independence of the United States of America the two hundred 
thirty-ninth, in the City of Gilroy, County of Santa Clara, State of California.
