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veterans who had served in the Army, Navy, Marine Corps, or Revenue Cutter Service; and whereas, the
Grand Army of the Republic was aided by the work of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, the
Auxiliary to the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil
War, the Ladies of the Grand Army of the Republic, and the Women's Relief Corps; and whereas, these
organi zations became known as the Allied Orders of the Grand Army of the Republic and carry on the
traditions in memory of the Grand Army of the Republic; and whereas, the Allied Orders of the Grand
Army of the Republic are dedicated to preserving the history and legacy of veterans who fought for the
United States of America during the War of Rebellion; now therefore be it resolved that the
Massachusetts State Senate hereby commends the Allied Orders of the Grand Army of the Republic on
its recognition of August 10, 2018, as Grand Army of the Republic Day. And be it further resolved that
acopy of these resolutions be transmitted forthwith by the Clerk of the Senate to the Allied Orders of
the Grand Army of the Republic. Senate adopted August 6, 2018. Karen E. Spilka, President of the
Senate and witnessed by Michael F. Welch, Clerk of the Senate.”

Well, there were 210 of them printed. | don't understand why they're not available to the
membership. They will be in your hands at the end of the next break. We will not take time right now
but during the next break the paperwork will be provided. Rules of Order and Parliamentary
Procedures, we will follow while we' re here. Current Constitution and Regulations of the SUVCW and
the most recent edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the authority for parliamentary proceduresin
the conduct of al business of this Encampment. These rules may be suspended by a 2/3 vote of the
Encampment body present and voting. Brother PCinC Jim Pahl will serve as Parliamentarian and he
will be the final arbiter of all Parliamentary questions. Our agenda shall follow the form specified in the
Rituals and Ceremonies. And in the interest of efficiency, the chair may adjust new business agenda as
necessary when we get to it. Those who wish to address the Encampment to present a motion, amend a
motion, or debate a motion, shal move in an orderly manner to the microphone and wait to be called
upon by the chair. Officers and Committee Chairs shall not read their submitted written reports. Rather,
they should present any supplementary items to their written reports that were submitted along with
reading their recommendations that require an action of the Encampment. Officer Reports should not
exceed five minutes. When speaking on an issue at this Encampment, or when wishing to address, or to
present a motion, the del egate shall movein that orderly manner to the microphone and he will then
identify himself. Hewill say who heis, what histitleisin the Organization. The Camp that he's from,
or the Department that he isfrom. Thisis so that our transcriptionist will be able to move the
proceedings along alittle quicker and will have less difficulty in understanding who said what and
when. So please follow those rules meticulously: your name, your title, your Department or your Camp.
And clearly enunciate what it is you wish to say. This practice can be relaxed at the chair’ s discretion,
such as when there is an individua who addresses the Encampment by virtue of his National Office or
role. No person shall speak more than twice on any issue and they may not exceed three minutes.
Exceptions being granted by a 2/3 vote of the Encampment. Except the person making the motion may
answer questions and use up to two minutes at the close of the debate, which privilegeis not canceled by
the actions ordering the previous question. The Commander-in-Chief reserves the right to limit debate
on the issues, including but not limited to: designating the net maximum number of speakers alowed to
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speak asto each side; or the question on the floor. Cell phones are to be turned off or set to vibrate. All
cell phone conversations must be conducted outside of the Encampment meeting room. At the sound of
the gavel prior to the election of Officers, anyone outside the room will not be allowed to reenter until
the session isover. All discussions will be conducted in the spirit of fraternity, charity, and loyalty. All
general voting shall be by the use of your voting card. Commander-in-Chief however does reserve the
right to use other forms of voting included but not limited to: private ballots, rising, or roll call voting as
he deems appropriate from time to time. All motions, amendments, substitutions, or other actions
initiated from the floor, other than procedural motions or corrections of spelling or typographical errors,
shall be in writing submitted to the National Secretary for afinal reading prior to the vote on the matter.
That is something that we haven't done a good job of in the past. So please understand that if you're
making a substitute motion or motion, you will need to put what you wanted to say in writing and have
it up here to the table so that he'll be able to read the motion correctly before avote is taken. That makes
everything clear for everyone. Encampment Committees shall only consider matters properly referred to
them by the Commander-in-Chief after receiving them on the floor of the Encampment. Each item must
be reported back to the floor of the Encampment with the Committee's recommendation to adopt, reject,
or refer, or other appropriate action. All requests for funds from the special projects fund or other such
funds of the Order are to be submitted in writing to the National Treasurer prior to noon Saturday,
August 11™, with complete information as to: what the project is, who is chairing the project, the address
for which the award needs to be sent. And so all such requests will then be presented to the National
Encampment for consideration in good of the Order at the end. The chair will now entertain a motion to
adopt these rules. This motion must be carried by 2/3.

It's not my problem. | will rule that out
of order aswell and refer it to the Encampment Host Committee for action. All right. Brother Senior
Vice Commander, | temporarily vacate the chair and turn it over to you while | give my report. Brother
Guide, would you please pass thisto the Senior Vice for the moment? Brothers, as| appear here today
before you at the end of my term as Commander-in-Chief, | first want to tell you though our great Order
is strong in the terms of its finances, has taken the required steps to implement a strategic plan to take
advantage of our 501(c)(3) tax status, and is making progress on becoming more efficient at its National
Headquarters by updating our technologies and our infrastructure. However, | would be remiss to not
also state that our efforts at membership growth have proven to only maintain the status quo regarding
our total membership numbers. Even though we have gained seven new Camps and are on the verge of
establishing severa more, we are simply treading water. And the Order must find away to bring in new
members both Hereditary and Associate, Junior and Junior Associate. Membership must continue to be
the major focus of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War in the next year and in the coming years,
and in the coming, coming, coming years. This morning, | want to diverge from this for amoment, did
you hear the list of names? Nearly a hundred. Y es we take in Brothers. Some Departments have done
great. Chesapeake brought in more than forty. | understand Tennessee brought in twenty some odd.
That's like a10% increase in each case for those Departments. But our input is not equal to our output.
We have more Brothers not renewing or dying then we are taking in. And so as the Treasurer pointed
out at the C of A meeting last night, we are slowly going the way of the GAR. That list will get longer
every year. Look around. The list is gonna get shorter. And we must find new members, if this
Organization isto continue. And so membership must be afocus. It was also, | don't know, how many
gentlemen in this room participated in the survey? | know it did not go to every Department, but if you
actually took the survey, please raise your hand. Okay, | would say that that's what about 1/4 of the
people in here? The survey was supposed to be a small sample. The company that we have hired to help
us with things, wanted a small sample, arepresentative sample. A scientific sampling. So, we were very
deliberate in how we went about it. We chose a couple of small Departments, a couple of large
Departments, Departments in the East, Departments in the West, Department North, Department South.
Tried to get it spread around so that we would get an adequate result. The response was very good and
we have really good numbers to work with. And the C of A will be getting a presentation on the report
that was put together by our consultant group, The Covenant Group. And | think that we will learn
things. But one of the things that that points out is membership iswhat the Brothers are most worried
about. And so | think this hasto be the focus. And it iswhat you wanted to be the focus, aswell. So, |
just | verged from my actual report slightly to make an emphasis on that. But | think that that's
important. In my talks with the many Department Encampments and several addresses to other bodies, |
have also related a story about a woman in Gettysburg, Pennsylvaniawho called me one evening and
asked me, “Was there such athing as a heritage group that was for the descendants of Union Soldiers?’ |
said, “Well, yes, most definitely is a group. How did you get my name?’ “Well, | found it on the
Internet, you know, and it said something about the Union.” And | said, “Well, it just so happens that |
happen to be one of Officers of that Organization,” and “What can | do for you?’ She began to tell me
she had some family members who were interested. And | said, “Well, where do you live,” thinking that
| could get her pointed in the right direction. Hook her up with a Secretary of Department or something.
Right? And | said, ”"Where do you live, ma am?’ “I livein Gettysburg.” | said, “Well, how long have
you lived in Gettysburg?” “All my life.” “Have you ever seen the parade that goes through Gettysburg
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around the 19" of November?’ “Oh, many times I've seen that parade. Yes, it goes right across the front
of my house.” “Whereisyour house?’ “It'son Middle Street.” “Middle Street,” | said. “Do you know
the building that has the cannon in front of it?” “Well, yes, that's just four doors down from me.” My
friends and Brothers, if awoman who haslived her entire life in Gettysburg, Pennsylvania and has seen
that parade, | did not ask her how old she was. That would've been inappropriate. But | assume she was
at least forty. So if she has seen that parade at |east forty times. She lived there her whole life. Shelives
four houses down from the GAR Hall. If that woman doesn't know we exist, we don't exist. The public
does not know we are here. And we must do something about that. And that was aso brought up in
all of the surveys. The Brothers feel we have an identity crisis. We are the least known, least
understood, least respected heritage organization in this country, as far as| can tell. And we need to
change that. And as | told you last year in Lansing, | can stand up here and | can talk. | can go out and
lecture on the lecture circuit, but | only reach so many people. Y ou and the Brothers in your Camps and
Departments have to do thiswork, just like you have to do the recruiting work. If you don't do it, who
will? If you love this Organization and you are truly dedicated to this Organization and its goals,
purposes, and survival, then you need to step up. And you need to get the people in your Campsto step
up and show that you really have those purposes in mind. | don't question your devotion. But we've got
to turn devotion into action. | also regret to say that our relationships with the Allied Orders are not as
strong as | wish them to be. | think this morning we saw evidence that there can be alot of unity and that
we can work together. But it's not as strong as | would like it to be. In April, we learned that the LGAR
would not bejoining us this year. And | was deeply saddened by this. The reasons for that are numerous
and we' d be heretill next Tuesday if | started to tell you all the reasons and rationale. But on a positive
note, on the exact same day that | received the note that the LGAR would not be attending, | recelved a
letter from the President of the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War, 1861-65, informing me
that they would like to move forward and have a closer relationship with the Sons. And so there will be
some recommendations in some of the Officer’s Reports that you will hear this weekend that are to
address that. And | hope that you will consider them. We have sacrificed far too much and we are too
strong aunified voice to fulfill the goals that we aspire to. We need to find ways to work together, to
keep the memory of the men who sacrificed to preserve the Union and free a people and who werein
bondage. We must find ways to preserve and strengthen our fraternal ties with the LGAR, the
Daughters, the WRC, and the Auxiliary to the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War. We must solve
the issuesthat arise. And we must not be drawn into differences that arrive from instances where
interpersonal relationships have gone sour. | understand we' re human beings and we don't all get along.
But we must find ways to keep the bonds between these Organizations firm and complete. Last August,
the C of A tasked me to form a committee to work with the Allied Orders, who traditionally held their
annual meetings with us, to establish formal agreements with them. Such an agreement has been made
with the Auxiliary for the 2020 Encampment. And | hope that other agreements will be able to be made
with the LGAR, the WRC, and perhaps even at some point, the Daughters. Thisisimportant. | think it's
important to the future of achieving our goas. As you remember, | became Commander on August 12t
last year at approximately 3:00 o'clock in the afternoon. Simultaneously, a young woman was being run
over in Charlottesville, Virginia. And from that action and those protestsin Charlottesville, a great
stirring in the national conscience came about. In the first several months of my term, | had to spend a
great deal of time on the issue: monuments, Veterans' monuments. | had to issue General Order #2 to
clarify who was the official spokesperson for the Sons and to ensure that we did not have mixed sets of
messages being put forward. | was interviewed for talk radio in the Michigan, alarge station in Detroit. |
contacted some of the Brothers around the country and told them about it. They listened. They said |
didn't make too many mistakes. | did okay. And | was aso interviewed by the Associated Press. Asthe
year proceeded, the monuments issue died down and became less and less of a news item. However,
Sunday will be one year since that girl was killed in Charlottesville. And in the recent days, | have seen
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an uptick in the issues and the comments about monuments, etc. So, thisis an issue that is probably not
going to go away. We have a policy, which was approved by the Encampment, in which | doing my duty
with diligence and try to ensure was followed. But thisis an issue that will probably not go away for a
long, long time, if ever. Something we need to be mindful of. | have sought to aso fulfill my promise to
communicate with the membership more regularly through C& C messages. | have written four such
messages. But since the last one | wrote in March, my schedul e has become very demanding and | have
not found the time to follow through with additional messages, but will provide one last message that
will contain the information that | am sharing with you from my report and some things that came up at
the C of A last night. And | will send that out tomorrow night. We will have the Secretary forward that
out and that will be my last communigqué as Commander-in-Chief to the troops. Okay? This past spring,

| issued General Order #18 and | was asked would | bring this up today. Y es. General Order #18 was
long in coming. A great deal of thought and energy, consultation with many different people went in to
General Order #18. Brothers, your National Organization is doing everything it can to get us a group
exemption. Thereal issue hereisthis, when we were issued our group exemption two February's ago,
the IRS plainly stated we did not have control of our subordinate units because our subordinate units
were out of code with the IRS. Y ou remember all those bylaws we had to send them? Believe it or not,
the IRS people are paper pushers. They like to read paper. They read all those things and found that they
were inadequate. They did not contain IRS language that was required. The IRS then came back and
said you can be 501(c)(3), but your subordinate units cannot. We have worked diligently for the last
eighteen months to change that situation. | gave eighteen monthsin General Order #18 because not all
Camps meet regularly. People have to talk about bylaw changes. They need to discuss things, so | gave
eighteen months to get those bylaw changes taken care of. But by June of next year or sooner if we can
get the bylaw changes completed and certified, we will apply for that group exemption. And | have it on
very good authority that the IRS wants to give us the group exemption, but we must prove we can do the
paperwork. That means filing your 990's. That means making sure that your Form 11 is up to date, your
EIN numbers are reported. | know how all this bureaucratic stuff sounds, it’stoo much, alot of stuff to
do. But the fact of the matter is that's the cost of doing business to be a 501(c)(3). And either we do it
and accept the cost of doing that business and our time and energy or we're not going to be a 501(c)(3)
group exemption. The National can do everything it can to support, and get the information out what has
to be done. But it's an actionable item by the Departments and the Camps. And | know that alot of
people get frustrated that they believe that the National is dragging its feet. We cannot move faster than
you. So please understand where we are and that we want to fulfill this goal, but we need your assistance
to make that happen. At every Department Encampment | went to | offered this opportunity. | offered
people an opportunity to ask me questions about the 501 and about the General Order #18. If you have
guestions, when we get to the end of the Encampment and we get the Good of the Order, I’d be more
than happy to take questions at that time, prior to becoming not your Commander-in-Chief anymore.
We won't take the time to do that right now though. On a more personal note, I’m gonnaend thison a
little bit more upbeat. | hope | haven't been overly negative. Brother Martin.

| think it'sthethird Article, it states, “In the event the National Organization, Sons of Union V eterans of
the Civil War.” By the way, Don Martin, Department of Ohio, Past Commander-in-Chief. “If the
Organization no longer exist, said property and funds shall revert to the benefit of the first and any
remaining Organization of the Allied Orders of the Grand Army of the Republic, or in their absence, the
state archives of blank.”

And that isthe IRS language. Brother David, do you want to address this?

David McReynolds, National Treasurer

Sure. ThisisDavid McReynolds, National Treasurer, Department of Tennessee. What we had to
do with the language is to be very careful that we followed the IRS rules, that when an organization
ceases to exist that the assets are either distributed... Now, your question didn't specifically get to this,
but General Order #18 sort of changed the way assets of a dissolved organization have to flow and
flowing to the National Organization. That’s simply because the only organization within the group that
has a 501(c)(3) currently is the National Organization. Once we get a group exemption that's 501(c)(3),
we can make changesto that.

Mark R. Day, Commander-in-Chief

I think your question entails something just slightly different. Let me seeif | can address your
guestion and then perhaps we will bring this back up. We must give the money to another 501(c)(3), or
we must give the money to the state or the national government. The belief was that if there was still a
surviving Allied Order that was trying to do the work that we had been committed to, that the money
should go to continue to further the cause for which the money was originally intended, rather than
going into the state coffers. So yes, it saysthat it would go to only surviving entity at this particular time
that isa501(c)(3), of those Allied Orders, isthe Daughters. So if the status of the other Allied Orders
did not change... Am | answering your question then?

Donald L. Martin, Past Commander -in-Chief
I’m curious and not so much the IRS requirements of this but other possible avenues to fulfill
those requirements.

Mark R. Day, Commander-in-Chief

It's sort of like having awill. We would have to specifically delineate where the money was
going to go. In other words, 10% of the assets would go to the Civil War Trust, 15% of the assets would
go to such and such an organization, Etc.

Donald L. Martin, Past Commander-in-Chief
But then specifically moving through you to the Treasurer, would it be possible to place the
funds in an interest-bearing account to be managed?

Mark R. Day, Commander-in-Chief
No, because if the Organization ceasesto exigt, it ceases to exist. The Charter goes out.
Everything goes away and we must liquidate the assets.

Donald L. Martin, Past Commander -in-Chief
Okay.

David M cReynolds, National Treasurer

What you’ re proposing is to take the assets of the 501(c)(4) not-for-profit and put it into a
foundation. And that would not meet the requirements of the IRS to be a 501(c)(3). So, that's sort of the
rationale. If that makes sense to you. A foundation is exempt under a different subsection of the Internal
Revenue Code and that's what precludes the suggestion that you just made.
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Donald L. Martin, Past Commander -in-Chief

And the other part of that then with the records. Then wouldn't it possibly be better that the
records and property go to various state organizations, rather than another organization where they can
be researched and looked at by membersin the state?

Mark R. Day, Commander -in-Chief
If the National Organization, Sons of Union Veterans, is defunct, then there will be no state
organizations either because the National ...

Donald L. Martin, Past Commander -in-Chief
No, | mean like the state historical societies and those types of things.

Mark R. Day, Commander-in-Chief
Again, that might be possible.

David M cReynolds, National Treasurer
They would go to the state archives.

Donald L. Martin, Past Commander -in-Chief
Archives. Right. But asthisreads, it would go to the Allied Orders before going to the state
archives.

Mark R. Day, Commander -in-Chief
If there were any of them still in existence.

Donald L. Martin, Past Commander -in-Chief
Right.

Mark R. Day, Commander -in-Chief
And if they were a 501(c)(3).

And does this |leave wiggle room then for the Brothers in the event that this happens? | find that,
you know, for usto stand here and dictate today what they would have to do. | mean, | understand we
have to meet IRS requirement.

We owe Brother Gene alot for stepping up, keeping the Order running as if
everything was norma through some of the busiest and most demanding months of the calendar year.

These Brothers are just
asmall sample of an amazing body of men who are striving to make the SUVCW viable. And | say God
bless all of them, for without them and all of those who labor silently in the vineyard, Brother Jerry, we
would not survive or be able to function. | don't know what we would do. Now, | will never forget the
great honor and privilege that you afforded me in making me the Commander-in-Chief over this last
year. Thiswill undoubtedly be the highlight of my life and | am forever in your debt. May a gracious
providence grant grace and peace to this Order and may it ever be loyal to its credo of Fraternity,
Charity, and Loyalty. And that is my report as Commander. And then | got my recommendations.
Recommendation number one, that the CinC appointed Strategic Development Committee be continued
and made a standing committee by this Encampment. Thisis the committee which is overseeing our
fundraising efforts as a 501(c)(3) and they are therefore critical to our continued progress and success.
Recommendation two, the Fraternal Relations Committee be allocated a small budget. | indicated, say
$500.00, to support its efforts. And that the Fraternal Relations Committee job description be modified
to show the Fraternal Relations Committee to be allocated that budget and to establish the fact that they
areto work with al Allied Orders, Veteran service groups, and hereditary societies to further common
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goas and concepts of Fraternity, Charity, and Loyalty. Recommendation three, that an appointed
position, called Public Affairs Officer, be created and that ajob description be written that includes the
duties of: issuing press releases for al Nationa activities and events; working with the Signals Officer to
produce fifteen, thirty, and sixty second video ads which could be distributed as public service
announcements.

This committee would be tasked with
providing a plan to accomplish the establishment of a permanent National Headquarters by the National
Encampment in 2020. | believe that thisis a necessary step if we are going to grow and prosper; be
recognized as alegitimate and professional heritage organization into the 21st century. And | would
also, | don't state it here, but in the next year or so Danny will not be running for Quartermaster. We
have for the last thirty years housed our Quartermaster function in somebody's home, in either their
spare bedroom or their basement. | think it's time to have alittle bit more of a professional touch. But
that will be up to you gentlemen today. Recommendation five, that the CinC appointed Communications
and Technology Subcommittee on Technology needs at National Headquarters be continued by my
successor to complete the work which has begun on updating and enhancing our effectiveness.
Recommendation six, National Special Committee on Website Redesign be continued through the year
2021. Recommendation seven, that the CinC appointed committee on the Allied Orders and National
Encampments be continued by my successor, and continue to work with the Allied Orders to establish
future agreements for our joint Encampments. Those are my recommendations. And then the rest of the
report is basically outlines where | went, what | did, who | saw.

violation or the conflict can be corrected. A 2/3 mgority vote of the Council of Administration is
required to support the proposed General Order authorizing the Commander-in-Chief to proceed. The
Commander-in-Chief abstaining from participating in such vote and the Senior Vice Commander-in-
Chief may only vote to break atie. Such presentation in vote may be taken by el ectronic means of
communication. The Commander-in-Chief must propose aresol ution to the conflict by the next National
Encampment.” They would like to amend this language, and I’ m not gonna read the whole thing again
unless requested, that on the very first line they would like to strike out the last proceeding...

Gentlemen, thisis the size of the credential card. Thisis a postage stamp. Okay? Next year, | will
accept this. Department of Indiana, | strongly suggest you talk to your Secretary cause next year you'll
be wasting your money coming to the Encampment. They can be printed four on a page, not eight, off
the website on card stock. Form 49. For Indiana, all members of the Department of Indiana were elected
as dternate delegates at the 2018 Annual Encampment. That is unacceptable. It does not tell meif they
arein good standing. The phrase that needs to be put on the Form 49, please jot this down, “All Brothers
of this Department in good standing at the time of this Encampment are elected as alternates.”
Department of California, in parentheses after the elected new delegates, “ Department
delegates/alternates in good standing.” Y ou' ve aready elected you delegates. Missouri, quote, “As
recorded in the 2018 Department Encampment minutes, all members of the Department are elected as
delegates.” No. You're only alowed so much. Department of Nebraska, “ All other Nebraska Brothers
except PDC and CDC voted as alternates with no delegates voted on.” | had one Department elect only
two aternates. If you do that next year, | don’'t’ care how many alternates show up, you' re getting two.
Okay? Tired of this. Elect your delegates and put that other phrase | just said. Thank you.

So over the past
year, with talking with many people, we' ve determined that through the success of severa surveys that
we' ve been doing as an Order the past couple years, that we can do that discovery internaly. So what I'd
like to see is that this body continue to support website redevel opment with the idea that we're going to
go forward and start vetting developers to actually redesign our website to bring it up to the 21% century.
Use our internal discovery process as what those devel opers would need in order to give us a quote. And
then to start work on a new website in the second half of this year. So what I'd like to seeisthe
$9,000.00 that this body approved last year for discovery be forwarded to a website devel opment fund
so that we would have seed money to start working with the developer. I'd actually like that number to
be $15,000.00. But | know sometimes we're like, “Ahh! $15,000.00's alot of money.” So, I'm looking
for fifteen. If this body would take the $9.000.00 from last year and agree to that, 1'd be happy there. But
it'"d be a place to start. It would be something | could have to start working with the devel oper, after
we' ve vetted the developer, and figure out what the next step is from there.

Chief from the Department of Ohio. If you turn to page 36 in your booklet, you will find the report of
the Standing Congtitution and Regulations Committee. The changes made to the Regulations at the 136"
National Encampment have been reviewed and incorporated into the C&R. The updated C&R with a
table of contents has been posted on the website. The Committee presents the following proposed
amendments to the Regulations for consideration by this Encampment. Proposed changes to the
Regulations by this Encampment are noted in bold type, this new language, and strikethroughs of
language that’ s being eliminated. Proposal number one on page 36, thisis a proposa from the
Department of Michigan that affects Chapter 1, Article 1, Section 5. And if you have the C&R, it'son
page 27. This proposal clarifies the process for turning over Camp property to the National Organization
when a Camp gives up, it’s there, you see the changes that we' re recommending. And rather than read
all that to you, you can look through. See the bold print, the strikeouts. And it's the recommendation of
the Committee that we approve this change.

Brother Commander-in-Chief. Name is Bruce Amsden. I'm from the Department of Vermont.
I’m aPast Commander. In so many ways, this takes money away from the Departments for afailed
Camp. And it takesit directly to the National. If you look at Camps like H.E.K. Hall Camp, which was
founded in 1883, one of the oldest Campsin New England, that Camp amost failed a year ago. There
was $2,500.00 that was left in their treasury. They had no Treasurer, no Secretary. The Commander had
resigned. If it had failed, the $2,500.00 instead of going to the Department of Vermont, it would go to
National. Now, that money was raised by members by having chicken pie suppers, by having pancake
breakfasts, by having raffles. It wasin Chelsea, Vermont that this money was raised, locally to support
the Sons of Union Veteransin Civil War effortsin Vermont. It would only seem fair that that money
should remain in Vermont and be used for the purposes that the Department of Vermont would seek to
have. In away, this amendment diminishes the chain of command. The chain of command is National,
Department, and Camps. And | really understand the desire to have a (c)(3) designation, but | don't think
it should be at the risk of losing this important part of the chain of command. And also | think if
Departments or Camps desire to have the (c)(3) designation, | don't think thisisaway to doit. They
should do it on their own. If you're saying that the only way it can be done Nationally is to remove funds
from the Departments and give it to National, | think they should do it on her own. You're still going
have to do the 990N no matter what designation we have. And basically that's my comments. | am
opposed, asisthe Department of Vermont, to this amendment.

James Pahl, I’'m gonna ask to step out of my role as Parliamentarian for a moment and comment.
| am the author of this particular provision, number one, on behalf of Committee of the National
Organization. And thisis done in response to an issue that was created by General Order number 18. |
hate to disagree with the Brother that just spoke, but the money does not leave, in your case, the State of
Vermont. If you look at it, what it proposesisit goesto the National Commander-in-Chief viathe
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Department Commander of the affected Camp to collect and hold all such property entrusted to the
National Organization. All the Department funds are held in trust for the National Organization so this
in effect accomplishes the goal of satisfying I.R.S. regulations for a 501(c)(3) and yet the Department
acts as the agent of National to actually collect and hold the money. So the money will stay in the
Department under this new proposal. It does not go to National. It goes to the Department. That was
done deliberately to try to overcome the issue that was created by General Order 18.

Commander, Bruce Amsden, Past Commander...Okay. | understand what Brother is saying.
However, the money becomes the property of National. Is that not correct?

James B. Pahl, Past Commander -in-Chief
It always has been.

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
Okay, then at that point if that's taken correctly, the money in the Department treasuriesis also
National’s property.

James B. Pahl, Past Commander -in-Chief
It isbeing held in trust for the National Organization. That is correct.

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
So, at any time National could just dip into any treasury of a Department if need be and remove
money.

James B. Pahl, Past Commander -in-Chief
This body would have to act to do that. But it is possible, yes.

Mark R. Day, Commander -in-Chief
The National Encampment is the only body that could take that money, not the Officers or the
elected Officers of the Organization.

James B. Pahl, Past Commander -in-Chief
It would take action of this Encampment to do that. And yesthat is possible today.

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
Okay, then why change the Regulation at al? The Constitution?

James B. Pahl, Past Commander -in-Chief

WEll, again to answer the question, the current Regulation turns the property over to the
Department. The Department is not 501(c)(3). To comply with I.R.S. regulations, it has to be turned
over to the National. But we' re designating an agent to collect and hold i.e. the Department, acting under
charter, so they're acting as our agent. It's alegalese thing. | grant you that. Shows why law school takes
three years. It has to twist your mind in weird ways. But it accomplishes the goal of satisfying I.R.S.
regulations while still doing what we're currently doing.

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
So, the Constitution, which probably’ s been in effect for 130 years, because |.R.S. istelling us to
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change it, we're gonna change it.

James B. Pahl, Past Commander -in-Chief
Thisis National Regulations, not the Constitution. And yes, to change tax status, did create a
small conflict in Regulations. And that's why this is there to correct it.

Mark R. Day, Commander -in-Chief

We cannot, as a National Organization, continue to operate as a 501(c)(3) and have you as
subordinate unitsif we do not control the subordinate units. So it really comes down to we must have
this language throughout all of our documentation in order to sustain 501(c)(3) and to gain 501(c)(3) for
all of the other subordinate units, SVR units, SUVCW Camps, all totaled. So, as Brother Jim says, it's
legalese, perhaps. But we're not really changing anything from what it was. We're just clarifying that
the Constitution and Regulations had always said, that the money was held in trust for the National. So
we're not really changing anything there.

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
Wéll, | sort of disagree with that because we are changing the Regulations to say that it's no
longer the property of the Department if a Camp is disbanded or the charter is removed.

Mark R. Day, Commander-in-Chief

If a some point in the future, the Departments and Camps become 501(c)(3)'s, then that can be
changed again. Once you are a 501(c)(3) as a Department, then you will be eligible to receive the money
from the Camps. But | doubt that will ever change the fact that should you fail as a Department, that
money does then transfer to us because it is, always been, and will be in the future held in trust for the
National .

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
Did | hear you correctly when you said as a Department fails, it would become the property of
National ?

Mark R. Day, Commander -in-Chief
If a Department goes defunct, Department property and all of its monies do transfer to National .

Bruce Amsden, Department of Vermont
True. True. And that, to me, supports the chain of command.

What this does, it simply gives a
description of those badges.

He would like to add the additiona sentence, “ The time frames for
the submission of expenses for reimbursement to the National Treasurer are the same for National
Committees as they are for National Officers.”

$1,000.00 to that event. The stone was erected in June. We had ajoint ceremony where the UDC and
Sons of Union Veterans sat down. Merged their two rituals together for areally cool ritual. The speakers
of that event that did the speaking parts were the Commander of the Department of Chesapeake and the
Commander Virginia Division Sons of Confederate Veterans. They were joined in laying wreaths by the
President of the Virginia Division of the UDC and the President of the Elizabeth Van Lew Tent of the
Daughters of the Union, who by the way, with their $1,000.00 contribution that matched ours, put the
$7,000.00 cost over its goa back then. The impressive thing about this stone, on the front it talks about
Union and Confederate that are buried there. But carved in stone in the back is the harmony. It was
erected by the Chesterfield Historical Society; the Daughters of the American Revolution, Chesterfield

Courthouse Division; the Daughters of the Union Veterans of the Civil War; Elizabeth Van Lew Tent;
the Virginia Commandery; Military Order of the Loyal Legion of the United States; the Order of the
Southern Cross; the Sons of Confederate Veterans National Organizations; and A.P. Hill Camp;
Charlotte County Camp; Chester Station Camp; Dinwiddie Grays Camp; and General Robert E. Lee
Camp; the National Organization of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War; the Department of the
Chesapeake; the Army of the James Camp; the Brady Camp; the Irish Brigade Camp; the General Alfred
Torbert Camp; the James A. Garfield Camp; and the 54" Massachusetts Volunteer Infantry; the United

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1.0 Preface

This is a compilation of National Elected Officers, National Appointed Officers, National Standing
Committees, National Special Committees, and Department reports to the National Encampment for their
August 10 - 11, 2018 meeting in Framingham, Massachusetts. This document contains the bodies of the
submitted reports; the headings, salutations, valedictions, and signatures have been removed.

2.0 National Elected Officers

2.1 Commander-in-Chief; Mark R. Day, CinC

As | appear here before you at the end of my term as Commander-in-Chief, | first want to tell you
that our great Order is strong in terms of its finances, has taken the required steps to implement a
strategic plan for taking advantage of our 501c3 tax status, and is making progress on becoming more
efficient at its National Headquarter by updating our technical infrastructure.

However, | would be remiss to not also state that our efforts at membership growth have proven
to only maintain the status quo regarding our total membership numbers, even though we have gained
seven (7) new camps and are on the verge of establishing several more. We are simply treading water
and the Order must find a way to bring in new members both hereditary and associate. Membership
must continue to be a major focus of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War in the next year and
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those following it. In my talks with many of the Department Encampments and in several addresses to
other bodies, | have related a story about a woman in Gettysburg, Pennsylvania who called me and
asked if there was a heritage group that honors the Union Soldiers. Those that have heard me tell this
story know that this lady lived on Middle Street a few houses from the G.A.R Hall, had withessed many
Remembrance Day Parades but still did not know we exist. For me this is a symptom of our greater
identify and membership problems. If a woman from Gettysburg doesn’t know we exist, then we have
real identity issues, which must be immediately addressed.

| also regret to say that our relationship with some of the other Allied Orders is not as strong as |
would wish it to be. In April we learned that the L.G.A.R would not be joining us this year, and this deeply
saddened me, but on a positive note the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War 1861 — 1865
almost simultaneously approached our Son’s Fraternal Relations Committee with a query about a co-
located National Encampment and Convention sometime in the next five years. Brothers we are
stronger as a unified voice seeking to fulfill the goals we aspire to for keeping the memory of the men who
sacrificed so much to preserve the Union and free a people in bondage. We must find ways to preserve
and strengthen our fraternal ties with the L.G.A.R., the DUVCW, the WRC, and the Auxiliary to the Sons
of Union Veterans of the Civil War. We must solve the issues that have arisen and not allow our
organizations to be drawn into differences that arise from instances of individual interpersonal interactions
or relationships, or they shall become a plague which threatens to cripple all the Allied Orders and
effectively end our ability to work cooperatively in accomplishing the mission we all share and hold dear.
Last August, the CofA tasked me to form a committee to work with those Allied Orders, who traditionally
hold their national meeting with the Sons, and to establish formal agreements with them. Such an
agreement has been made with the Auxiliary to the Sons of Union Veterans for the 2020 Encampment
and it is hoped that other agreements can be made with the L.G.A.R or WRC in the future.

As you remember, | became Commander-in-Chief on August 12 last year and that on very day a
situation in Charlottesville, VA brought the issue of Monuments to the forefront. In the first several
months of my term, | spent a great deal of time on the issue of monuments. 1 first issued GO #2 to clarify
who the official spokesperson of the Sons of Union Veterans to ensure we did not have a mixed set of
messages being put forward. | was interview on talk radio in the Detroit, Michigan area and | was
interviewed by the Associated Press. As the year proceeded the monuments issue became less and
less of a news item and has generally remained so to this time. However, it is too soon to believe this
issue will not return to the forefront as the anniversary of the events in Charlottesville occurs in the
coming weeks.

I have sought to fulfill my promise to communicate with the membership more regularly through a
CinC message. | have written four such messages but since the last one in March my schedule has been
very demanding, and | have not been able to follow through with additional messages but will provide one
last message containing the information in this report. In doing so, | hope to let the Brothers not in
attendance at the National Encampment also have access to my report.

This past Spring, | issued General Order #18 at the request of the National Treasurer. | am
pleased that the Departments have acted so quickly to complete the by-law requirements found in
General Order 18 and | have complete confidence that all the Camps and Departments will have
complied with its provisions by the June 2019 deadline. To date, | have approved and signed the by-laws
of more than 10 Departments.

On a more personal note, | thank all those who have contributed to my initiative to complete the
memorial plaza for Dr. Stephenson in lllinois. Getting the names of those Camps and Department who
have so generously given has proven to be quite a task. | have given out many streamers, but | know
there are others who gave and have not been awarded the streamer. If there is a Department or Camp
that has not been recognized, | would appreciate that they contact me directly and | will ensure that they
have their streamer. In April it was my great pleasure to attend the annual ceremonies at the
Stephenson Plaza and see the raising of two beautiful Bronze lighted flag poles which have greatly
increased the beauty of the site, and | encourage all the Brothers of the SUVCW to stop by and see the
gorgeous Marble Benches, provided by each of the Allied Orders and individual pavers that have been
installed. | think you will be proud of the work that has been done.
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Before going on to my recommendations and other administrative matters, | wish to commend
those who were involved in accomplishing some of the very significant actions, | have previously
mentioned. First, | would ask that Brother David McReynolds, our National Treasurer, and his Strategic
Development Committee be commended for the work they have done to move the Sons of Union
Veterans forward along the path to attaining and utilizing the 501 (c) (3) tax status, which we were
granted in February 2017. | would also wish to thank Brother Michael Paquette for his efforts to survey
and recommend technological updates at the National Headquarters which were sorely needed. | would
like to take a moment to recognize PCinC Mortorff for his selfless dedication to manning the National
Headquarters and maintaining it during the illness of Executive Director Demmy; we owe Brother Gene a
lot for stepping up and keeping the Order running as normal through some of its busiest month. Brothers,
we are in the end, as an organization, the sum of our parts. These Brothers are just a small sample of an
amazing body of men who are striving to make the SUVCW viable. God Bless all of them for without
them, | know not what we would be or do.

| will never forget the great honor and privilege that you have afforded me as your Commander-
in-Chief over the last year. This will undoubtably be the highlight of my life and | am forever in your debt.

May a gracious providence grant grace and peace to this order and may it ever be loyal to its
credo of Fraternity, Charity, and Loyalty.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

e issuing Press Releases for all National Activities and Events.
¢ Working with the Signals Officer to produce 15, 30, and 60 second video ads, which can be
distributed as PSA'’s.

Recommendation #4: A Committee be established tasked with identifying all the financial aspects
requirements, facilities requirements and staffing requirements that are necessary to Establish a
standalone Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War National headquarters by the year 2022, and which
would bring both our administrative and quartermaster functions under one roof. This committee should
be tasked with providing a plan to accomplish the establishment of a permanent national headquarters by
the National in 2020. | believe this is a necessary step if we are to grow and prosper and be recognized
as a legitimate and professional heritage organization in the 21s* Century.

Recommendation #5: The CinC Appointed Communications and Technology Sub- Committee on
technology needs at the National HQ be continued by my successor to complete the work which was
begun on updating and enhancing our effectiveness.

Recommendation #6: The National Special Committee on Website redesign be continued through the
year 2021.

Recommendation #7: The CinC Appointed Committee on the Allied Orders and National Encampments
be continued so that it can continue to work with the Allied Orders on Joint Encampment Agreements.

One form in particular that we had difficulty making a self-
calculating form required 11 separate revisions before a correct copy could be presented. It also required
the efforts of Alan Russ, who is remarkable in being able to work with these forms, but two individuals
who do computer form fixes as part of their regular jobs.

2.3 Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief; Edward J. Norris, PDC

As of July 28, 2018, | processed 92 Internet Applications. The Department of The Chesapeake
received the most with 10 new applicants. | tried something new by contacting the Department Junior
Vice Commander requesting which Camp the applicant was going to be assigned to. Then | sent the
application directly to that Camp’s Junior Vice Commander. Some Departments participated and some
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didn’t in the new process. We achieved an average of 12 days for the application being in my hands to
being mailed to the Camp. Five applications were forwarded in one or two days. This not a formalized
practice at this point. And | caused some hic-ups along the way, but we learned a lot by trying this
process. Improvement was the goal.

Another way to speed up the application process would be to send incomplete applications along
to the Department or Camp. We would get the potential Brother into the loop faster. Seventeen
applications were not competed or lacked the documentation required. Putting the applicant in touch with
a Camp may energize the potential Brother to work with more diligence to join. Some applicants still
haven't completed the process. | did send those incomplete applications to the Departments with the
hope they will continue to assist in the completion process.

| attended all of the Council of Administration meetings and voted in most of the electronic
boardroom voting.

It was an honor to serve my Brothers and look forward to working with the next Junior Vice
Commander-in-Chief on the transition of duties.

2.5 National Treasurer; David H. McReynolds, DC

First, it is an honor for me to serve the second year of my three-year term as your National
Treasurer. The work of the Office of the Treasurer is substantive and provides little, if any, break.

Following is a summary of key parts of my work for the Order this year:

¢ Many are unaware of the basic duties of the Treasurer. Each month, | receive checks in the mail,
predominantly but not exclusively from Headquarters. Our process of numbering the envelopes
has assured no loss during mailing and provides an opportunity to reconcile any differences
promptly. | then prepare the cash receipts, 99.9% checks, for deposit to the bank. Afterwards, |
code the deposit for entry into Quickbooks. | also receive all the Sales Receipts and Postage and
Supply Receipts from the Quartermaster. They must also be entered to Quickbooks. Once
entered, the two deposits (one made by the QM and one a check sent to the Treasurer) must be
reconciled to the receipts with any difference falling to cash over and short. | also write checks to
pay the bills received at the Treasurer’s office. Not only are the checks written but each invoice is
coded for proper entry into Quickbooks. For the first seven months of this fiscal year, | performed
all data entry. | have now started to outsource about six hours per month.

e At the end of each month, | review all entries made to all companies. We keep six separate
company files on Quickbooks: the General Fund, the Preservation Fund, the Headquarters Fund,
the Permanent Fund, the Lincoln Tomb Fund, and the Life Member Fund. Last year at the
Encampment, we voted to consolidate the GAR Fund, the Senior Vice Commander-in-Chief Fund
and the Civil War Heritage Defense Fund into the General Fund. | made these entries as
directed effective June 30, 2017. Based upon my review of the month'’s transactions, | make
needed journal entries to correct any errors or to tweak the repeating Journal Entries established
at the beginning of the fiscal year.
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Next, | must reconcile all bank accounts in all funds. If | find errors, | make the correcting journal
entries. | bring to each Council of Administration meeting the reconciliations of the main General
Fund operating account and all credit card transactions for review by any interested CoA
member.

Next, | make one more review of each company and reconcile the intercompany accounts.
Afterwards, | print a standard balance sheet and income statement for each company. From
these statements, | begin entry to an Excel file to produce a Consolidating Balance Sheet and
Consolidating Income Statement. Each month through April, | have sent these statements to the
Commander-in-Chief for his review. | am now in the process of finalizing May and June.

Each quarter, | take the process forward one more step to produce Consolidated Financial
Statements for the three-month period. Accompanying these statements are notes of
explanation. Statements for the quarters ended September 30, 2017, December 31, 2017 and
March 31,2018 have been distributed to all members of the Council of Administration.

The June 30, 2018 quarterly statements will be released as soon as May and June are finalized.

| expect May 2018 to be closed by July 27, 2018 and June 2018 by August 6, 2018. Our monthly
closings have been slowed down at the end of the year due to my vision loss as a part of my own
illness that has required outsourcing a portion of the data entry. Until everything has been
entered, the final reviews can not take place. My wife’s illness also interfered with the schedule
of the individual helping with the data entry.

Regardless, we did update Quickbooks to the 2018 version since the 2013 version is no longer
supported. | am also looking at data repositories in the Cloud since the online version of
Quickbooks does not work well with our organizational configuration unless we spend too much
money — money we need to spend on other things.

Also, | want to make it clear that delays in data entry did not stop me from keeping deposits going
into the bank as soon as received and payments going out for services as soon as documentation
was received.

In addition, the Treasurer files Sales Tax Returns for the states of Pennsylvania and New York.
All sales taxes have been paid on time. The Treasurer is also responsible for preparing and filing
the required 1099s. Also, the Treasurer must work with the Insurance Broker to negotiate
appropriate coverage with the Underwriters at the Insurance Company each year. This process
basically starts over each year because of the lack of continuity at the Broker and Insurance
Company.

And if all that wasn’t enough, the Treasurer must manage the investments of the organization to
not only provide for safety of principal but also to work toward maximization of income. We may
begin to see some relief from the low rates of return we have had to work with as interest rates
begin to rise. On the other hand, rising interest rates may have a negative impact upon the costs
of operation.

At the CoA meeting at the August 2017 Encampment, the 2018 Budget, as prepared by the
Treasurer, for the SUVCW was adopted. The budget for 2019 will be presented at the August
2018 Encampments meetings of the CoA.

In late August 2017, | began the first work toward the audit of the fiscal year ended June 30,
2017. Work continued on the audit through October with the report released in time for the
November CoA meeting at Gettysburg. For the first time in many years, no Management Letter
was issued meaning that the auditors found no material weaknesses in internal control in the
management of our books and records. This result was made possible by the work of the
Treasurer with the Policies and Procedures Committee to issue several necessary policies for our
organization, some of which were required when we became a 501¢3 organization.

According to the C&R, the National Treasurer is to “Arrange for an annual audit of the National
Organization's financial condition to be prepared and presented to the National Council of
Administration and the National Encampment.” As such, a copy of last year’s audit is made a
part of my report.

To continue to receive a “clean audit”, it is necessary for the National Treasurer to review
financial policies on a continuing basis. One such policy that was found to need updating and
clarification is the policy dealing with the reimbursement of expenses. As an internal control issue
for the current year, the National Treasurer adopted the following policy:
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0 “Requests for the reimbursement of expenses must be made and submitted to the
National Treasurer no more than 30 days after the expenses were initially incurred.
Exceptions must be approved by the National Treasurer or the Council of Administration.
All expenses incurred in one fiscal year (ending June 30 of each year) must be submitted
to the National Treasurer no later than July 31 of the same year. Advances of expenses
are discouraged. If an advance of otherwise reimbursable expenses is made, a
reconciliation of expenses incurred including the re-payment of any overage of the
advance must be submitted to the National Treasurer within 30 days of the date the
expenses were incurred.”

e | have continued to work on what is necessary to assure approval by the IRS of changing the
SUVCW'’s Group Exemption from 501c4 to 501c3. The biggest obstacle is to present evidence to
the IRS that every entity in the Group Exemption is operating as a 501c3. To do this, certain
language must be in the bylaws or official operating document of each entity. This work resulted
in the Commander-in-Chief's General Order No. 18 ordering that language to be adopted into the
bylaws of every camp and department no later than June 30, 2019. It is planned to further
address this issue at the Encampment with certain changes to the C&R. Early this Fall, | plan to
release a form letter for each Department to complete for attesting to compliance with the
requirements of GO 18. This form, which | will prepare and send through committee to the CoA,
will provide the documentation needed on our next application to change this exemption. If all the
changes to the bylaws are made prior to June 30, 2019, then | may proceed earlier with the next
application.

e As Chairman of the Strategic Development Committee, | oversaw a process of reviewing
consultants who had the attributes we were looking for in order to help us develop a fundraising
culture and begin the journey toward receiving enough donations to create an endowment to
ensure the future of our organization. After an extensive review of the finalists, we selected to
work with The Covenant Group, an organization based in Louisville, KY. One of the first pieces of
this project is to conduct a Strategic Development Survey with a sample of our organization’s
members to try to get an honest appraisal of where we currently stand. The responses go
directly to the Covenant Group and are kept confidential. A summary of the findings will be
shared.

Finally, | just want to share that | personally responded to over 500 telephone calls and e-mails
asking for help on a variety of issues, mostly tax. | hope that | got a good answer to each person in our
Order who reached out to me for help. 1tried to do my very best and go beyond the minimum required.

2.6 National Quartermaster; Danny L. Wheeler, PCinC

The quartermaster store is doing well, we have had six new products which has helped sales
which is $3,000 over last year. with 963 pkg. sent. | have made a decision that age is catching up with
me. and it time to let go. | have one more year so 2019 at the next convention will be my last day in this
office. This will bring my total years served to 15 years as your quartermaster. It is not because | don't
enjoy it hearing from fellow brothers etc. is the best part. | feel at my age | don't want anything to go
wrong during my term in office that would leave the order hi and dry.

At this time we need a fellow brother come forward and take over. If this does not happen then
we would need a company and their goes most of excess income. If anyone is interest please let me
know and | will work with you to make it a lot easier.

2.7 Council of Administration - 2020; Kevin P. Tucker, PDC

It has been my honor to be elected and to serve the Order as a Member of the Council of
Administration for the past year. | have endeavored to represent the Members of this order with the
utmost attention and thoughtfulness, while maintaining proper respect and decorum for my Brother
Councilmen and the others allowed to opine on various issues coming before the Council of
Administration.
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| did not always agree with my COA Brothers on issues, but | always tried to keep my opinions
and input gentlemanly and respectful. Although | argued my opinions courteously, but always strove to
make sure my points were expressed effectively and succinctly. My votes for motions have resulted in
both successful and unsuccessful outcomes during the past year, but | believe every Member of the
Council of Administration voted only with the best interest of the Order at heart, and stand behind all
decisions.

| had the privilege of serving on a committee appointed by Commander-in-Chief Day, along with
Brothers Pierson, Taylor and PCinC Johnson to develop and document protocols for the organization.
Some of those protocols will be implemented during this National Encampment. | am proud of the
document that the Committee produced, and will continue to improve and add to it, moving forward.

| look forward to a successful Encampment in Framingham, and to a successful and harmonious
year for the organization and the Council of Administration.

In recent years there have been too many camps and departments that lacked an assistant
treasurer and/or secretary and the individual brother became, ill, went thru a divorce or other major concern
and could not perform his SUVCW duties, all to the headache and heartache and suffering of the operation
of the camp or department. Case in point, 2 departments are currently suspended for nonfailing of their
annual report form 35. If an assistant was on board, the assistant could take over the responsibility and
carry out the duties for the camp or department.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Someone sent me info on a LGAR/WRC monument being removed from Kimmel Park in
Vincennes, IN and not being replaced. | contacted the WRC and Indiana SUVCW. | also wrote a
letter to the Vincennes Sun-Commercial Newspaper editor asking why and asking if the removal of
a monument to WW2 Nurses or Rosie the Riveter would be tolerated like this one appears to be.
Rec’d a communiqué from a master’s degree student in Quebec wishing to develop a database of
lllinois & Ohio Soldier & Sailor Monuments as part of his thesis. This could be a help to us for
those states.

Tom Gaard, lowa SUVCW, has once again submitted the most monuments and Last
Soldier projects of any member this past year. A total of 85 Form 61’s have been

submitted.

It has been a pleasure and honor to serve as your National GAR Records Officer for the 2017-

The amount of interest in our program continues to be strong. Since 1 August 2017, | have
received 178 emails regarding GAR records (compared to 291 the previous year). | have fallen behind a

bit in answering some of the inquiries, which accounts in part for the lower number of emails received,
compared to last year. | expect to catch up on responses by the time of the National Encampment.

The number of known and uniquely named/numbered GAR Posts in our catalog has risen to
10,808, up 76 from last year's count. This number reflects new additions to the catalog, as well as the
removal of several duplicates and misidentified Posts. The majority of the most recently identified Posts
were short-lived ones that existed prior to 1870. There are hundreds of these early Posts that are still not
identified.

Ultimately, this
led to the informed decision to eliminate 3™ party links and keep the website as an internally managed
effort.

Brother Harry Reineke was recruited as assistant webmaster and has performed excellently in his
duties. He has worked within our current web environment and made a great effort at migrating ages-old
content into viable pages on the Wordpress site. He has also managed the posting of General Orders and
general updates as directed.

At the 2017 National Encampment, | made it clear that it is my desire for us to move on from this
current site. If we are to grow and compete there are certain areas that we need to improve, just as there
are areas that need to be improved for our current membership. The Encampment gave me a budget of
$9,000 to engage a firm in “discovery:” the effort to discover what we need in a website. To this date, |
have received ONE response to my RFP, and that was $14,000. | know it is not much to show for a year.
But, with this off year and disappointment, | have become much more educated in the world of web
development. | am confident that the 2018-2019 term will afford this Organization the opportunity to
engage the right vendor to revitalize our website and give us a forward-facing web presence that will
benefit the Order. When | approached firms for the RFP, | gave them the full-scope of needs as
immediate needs. | know now that the process needs to have scaffolding. | intend to move directly into
vetting web developers to reimagine our site. | believe the “discovery” should be done internally at this
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point. We had great response success with the Web and Social Media Survey in 2016-2017, so we
should deploy a similar tool to pool the membership.

This is a lot of words. The endgame is a website that has everything we need organizationally,
but also supports the needs of the membership as far as access to resources, and also hosts our
databases. That last is more of a long-term goal, but we need to dial into the correct platform in order to
ensure that is a possibility.

Another agenda item from 2017 was using the usmemorialday.org site as a hub for the 150", but
| received no data and no information from the Departments or anyone about how to populate the site or
repurpose it. Therefore, the site remains as is. | have seen that the Camps and Departments had
wonderful Memorial Day observations despite the lack of this page/URL. | like the idea of the SUVCW
owning the URL. | would like to see a team come up with an idea for it. If we don’t use it, or don’t want to
use it, we should let it go.

Social Media: We are very active on Facebook. We regularly update the page and receive many
messages from inside and outside the Order. Many inquiries are about membership, and the FB team
generally directs the inquiry to the Department that the individual lives in. We felt that connecting potential
members to their local communities as much as possible was the best way to go. At times, being social
maedia managers requires us to deftly navigate online tension, and we do pretty good. Social Media
managers are required, by default, to be skilled in Public Relations. | foresee a very different
Communications strategy for the SUVCW in the near future. This summer, we made the effort to engage
the users with links to historical research sites. This was generally well-received, but we wish that people
wouldn’t jump on with general complaints about the resources because such commentary misses the
entire point. We give the caveat that no historical site is perfect, but we are providing resources for those
that may be unaware... Yet overall it has been a positive engagement. The users have also been active
respondents to General Orders and CinC Communications as posted. Every year, the Memorial Day
photo album is getting bigger and bigger, as more and more camps and Departments send in photos and
stories about activities. As with all things, managing the Facebook Page is time-consuming and we wish
we could share every bit of info that every Camp or Department sends in, but we also need to curate a
LOT of content that gets sent in that has no place on our FB page for a variety of reasons. Overall,
Facebook is fine, but it's not reaching the younger generation. We have a Twitter account and an
Instagram account, but we are not currently organized to manage these, and it is difficult to generate a
plan for these and all SoMe platforms. | will be submitting a flow chart that outlines how | think digital
communications should generally operate in the short term so that a legitimate plan for mutli-platform
social media management can be developed. In short, we need savvy admins on Facebook, Twitter,
Instagram, and emerging platforms. | will gladly accept applicants for these essential communications and
public relations roles.

Memorial U: | know that many people are passionate about this. The committee has developed a good
training program, and that many people love it! | myself am a graduate of Memorial University. This is an
essential and wonderful program provided by our Order to promote leadership. But right now, the process
is broken. The quiz as currently set up in the Wordpress environment does not do the program justice and
needs to be redeployed with a program, site, or app that is better than the forms available on Wordpress.
We currently have no ability to capture data or even send quiz results to the NPI. The MemU application
needs to be priority in the coming year, aside from the website redesign. | would hope that any MemU
program would be internal to a SUVCW website, but if a 3" party testing site needs to be engaged and
maintained from year to year in order to make MemU a viable and rewarding program, then | would highly
endorse redeveloping it. | commend PCinC Michaels for staying on me, and on this item. We will make
Memorial University a turnkey program that is both administrator and user-friendly.
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Databases: | know that the databases are an issue. We need a Monuments and Memorial Database and a
Hereditary Database. The M&M database should run much like our Graves Database. | know that developing
this has been frustrating and many of us feel like we are spinning wheels. Building a database is one thing.
Having a place to host it is something else. Additionally, the Hereditary Committee is looking to develop a SAR
style database. Again, a great idea... But these things need to be hosted someplace and then housed in a skin
that is user-friendly. That is the line we are at and we are absolutely not ready to run these databases internally.
We need a database manager at the National level and a partner to develop the interface. We can collect all the
data in the world, but if we can’t host it until further down the road in the website redesign process. At the end of
the day, all of this requires third party vendors.

| submit to the National Organization this report covering the period from May 1, 2017 through April
30, 2018 of the Assistant National Quartermaster whose sole responsibility was to oversee the
ROTC/JROTC awards program.

| assumed the appointed office in May, 2016 at the request of National Quartermaster Danny
Wheeler. | worked closely this second year with Brother Wheeler and received excellent guidance, along
with the National Treasurer David McReynolds.

Year 2017-2018 was exceedingly busy with a total of 1189 awards being disseminating within thirty
(30) departments and eleven (11) overseas JROTC programs. This was up from 1059 awards that were
processed the year before. That is an increase of a little more than 12%.

The top five departments who participated in the ROTC Program deserve a special “shout-out.”
They are Texas which submitted 148 award applications; California/Pacific with 134; Florida, 129;
Chesapeake which submitted 100 applications and Missouri with 71. | have attached a spreadsheet
showing the breakdown of awards disseminated by department. | have also attached a second
spreadsheet indicating the production by month from this office. As you can see it was exceedingly busy
from February through April which this office processing 986 application requests resulting in nearly daily
trips to the post office.

Not all awards sent from my office were through the initiative of a camp or department. Many times
the high school, college or university contacted me directly through their own research, so my numbers
include awards processed directly to the schools and through camps and departments. It is encouraged
that camps and departments research on-line what high schools and colleges/universities have
ROTC/JROTC programs in their areas and reach out to them and suggest to the ROTC commander that
they, the camps/departments, process those applications for them and thereby make that community
connection and initiate possible recruiting potential.

Cost for sending an award package increased this past year from $3.16/unit to $3.75. That
increase by the US Postal Service added over $700.00 to the operating expenses for this program. This
is just “for your information.”

It should be, by now, common knowledge that when Brother Danny Wheeler retires as National
Quartermaster it is my intent to also turn over this program to another brother. Please keep this in mind
as the new administration takes office at the National Encampment this August. That should give the
organization a year to find a suitable replacement. | assure you, | will do my best to make the transition
as smooth as possible.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Recommendation #1: As the guy who has to process the awards | endorse the “one award per school per
branch of service” guideline unless there is a very unusual circumstance to vary from that. | have had
schools request as many as five awards this past year. Our organization could not afford to accommodate
that kind of request if all the schools submitted multiple Form 7s. Thankfully when | explain our guidelines
all have been understanding. Please keep this in the program.

Recommendation #2: On the Form #7 please consider re-titling the section “Cadet Information” to “School
Information” since we are not asking for any information on the cadet only on the school and it is a bit
confusing to the applicant. Also, at the top of the page eliminate the part that says “An individual Form 7
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must be submitted for each Cadet-No exceptions” That goes against the guideline of one cadet per school
per branch of service and again causes confusion to the applicant.

Recommendation #3: | receive many requests from schools for presenters from our organization to come
to graduations or banquets to personally hand out our awards to the cadet who is receiving it. What an
opportunity for our organization! However, | must rely on contact information on the department website
that is linked to the national website. With that, | beg that each department please keep the information on
your department website current, especially officers’ contact information.

4.0 National Standing Committees
4.1 National Committee on Battle Flag Preservation, Edward J. Norris, PDC

The committee was created in the hopes that someday we would have funding available and
function as the National Committee on Civil War Memorial Grant Fund does today. We did not achieve
that goal. But, we still have made a positive impact on Union Battle Flag preservation efforts through
awareness and letters to state officials about the benefits of funding efforts. Our Facebook page now has
1,657 followers and one post reached 7,137 people.

We asked the National Treasurer if donations to our organization could be earmarked for battle
flag preservation. In the end we concluded that this would cause more problems than any positive impact.

The committee has put forth a request to change the Regulations dissolving the committee and
creating a National Battle Flag Officer position. One Brother can handle all of the tasks the committee
now undertakes. Continued awareness to the general public and decision makers is still crucial. We hope
the proposed change has your support.

4.2 National Comm. on Civil War Memorial Grant Fund, Brian C. Pierson, PDC

The purpose of the Memorial/Monument Grant Fund is to assist Camps and Departments in their efforts to
refurbish and restore Civil War related memorials and monuments. The grant fund is open to the
preservation and restoration of Civil War monuments and memorials as well as supporting the production
of new monuments. Priority of funds will be for preservation. Requests for new monuments will be
considered between 1 May and 15 June.

Grant requests do not carry over from one year to the next. Those requests that have not been approved
by the National Encampment will need to be resubmitted next year.
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The Committee commends the Departments for their noteworthy activity to preserve Civil War the
monuments around the country and reminds Departments to submit applications as early as possible in the
business year.

Twelve grant requests were received the 2017-2018 business year, of which seven were approved. One
grant request was not approved. Two have been deferred; one pending resolution of eligibility. Two
applications arrived after all of the annual funds had been expended.

e 2017-18-05, 1916 GAR National Encampment Historical Marker, Kansas City, MO. $2,000. New
marker. Approved 15 June 2018.

e 2017-18-06, Restoration of the General Curtis Monument, Keokuk, 1A. $2,000. Approved 15 June
2018.

e 2017-18-07, Civil War Monument, Derby, CT. $300. Not approved due to being a request for
reimbursement for a project that had already been completed.

e 2017-18-08, 1866 Peoria Civil War Monument restoration, Peoria, IL. $2,000. Approved 30 May 2018.

e 2017-18-09, Restoration of Lafayette-Jackson Township Civil War Memorial, Lafayette, OH. $2,000.

Deferred pending ruling by Council
of Administration whether these markers are eligible for grants from the Committee.

e 2017-18-11. 1%t Maine Cavalry Memorial at Middleburg Battlefield Park, VA. $2,000. New monument.
Application received after the Committee had expended all allotted funds.

e 2017-18-12, 1871 Restoration of Soldiers and Sailors Monument, Providence, RI. $2,000.
Application received after the Committee had expended all allotted funds.

In addition, the Committee general inquiries for information from the following:

e Jones Bradbury Camp 149, West Chester, PA. Future monument for an abandoned African-American
Cemetery with unmarked USCT and USN graves, among others, Westtown Twp, Chester County, PA.
Currently, the cemetery is privately owned and the current owner refuses to allow any grave markers
or monuments to be erected. The owner does want to sell the property. The Camp was informed that
the committee will be happy to consider a grant application in the future at such time when monuments
will be permitted. The Camp was also advised to contact the VA at that time for veterans’ grave
markers.

e The town of Deer Lodge, Montana. Restoration of the town’s Civil War monument. The town was
referred to the Department of Colorado for local points of contact.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Recommendation # 1: The Committee requests a ruling whether the standardized Last Veteran grave
markers are eligible for grants. Prior to the standardization of these grave markers, the Committee had
awarded a few grants for bronze tablet-style markers. With the adoption of the standardized markers, it is
expected that demand will grow. The Committee recommends the standardized markers be eligible for
grants up to a set limit.
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Recommendation # 2: The Committee recommends an increase of $1,000 in its annual budget for a total
of $13,000 per year.

Brothers Paquette and Norris are to be commended for their thorough review of these applications with
respect to both their merit and to ensure they are in accordance SUVCW policies. The Committee thanks
Brother Walt Busch, Chairman of the Monuments Committee for his assistance and advice regarding
Monument Assessments. The Committee thanks National Treasurer Brother David McReynolds, for his
prompt attention to sending the checks to the applicants.

The changes made to the Regulations at the 136th National Encampment have been reviewed
and incorporated into the C & R. The updated C&R with a Table of Contents has been posted on the web
site. The Committee presents the following proposed amendments to the Regulations for consideration by
this encampment. PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE REGULATIONS BY THIS ENCAMPMENT ARE
NOTED IN BOLD TYPE for new language and-strike-threughs of language being eliminated.

PROPOSAL #1
(This proposal is from the Department of Michigan.)
Chapter I, Article I, Section 5 (See C&R page 27)

Note: This proposal clarifies the process for turning over camp property to the National Organization
when a camp gives up its Charter.

The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

Section 5. In case of the surrender or forfeiture of—a the Camp Charter, all the Camp property and meney
assets shall be turned over to the BepartmentCommander National Commander-in-Chief of the Sons
of Union Veterans of the Civil War via the Department Commander of the affected Camp acting as
orte his duly authorized representative; to collect and hold all such property in trust for the National
Organization Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, an organization exempt from taxes under
section 501(c) 3 of the Internal Revenue Code. and-become-the-property-ofthe Department: Any
transfer or disposal of any of its property by a Camp in arrears for its per capita dues shall be fraudulent
and void, and any such transfer or disposal by a Camp of its property in contemplation of disbandment or
surrender of its Charter shall also be fraudulent and void. All property of a Camp is held by it as a
charitable trust that is to be held and used for the purpose for which the Order exists, and any such
transfer or disposal within six months of disbandment or surrender of its Charter without consent of the
Department shall be conclusively presumed to be in contemplation of such disbandment or surrender. No
Camp shall divide its property among its Brothers.

PROPOSAL #2
(This proposal is from the Department of Michigan.)
Chapter I, Article V, Section 3 (See C&R page 34)

Note: This proposal will allow camp officers to be installed starting in September rather in November.
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The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

Section 3. The officers of Camps shall be installed at a regular meeting of the Camp to be held
between the first meeting in Nevember September, and the first meeting in the following January,
inclusive,

Chapter Il, Article 1, Section 11 and 12 (See C&R page 50)

Note: This proposal will correct an error discovered in these two sections. Section 11 makes reference to
Chapter Il, Article 1 Section 3(a) (See C&R Page 49).

Section 11. Any Department which fails to file the annual consolidated report-reguired-in-Section-3(a)-of
this-Article by the date specified therein shall be automatically suspended. The Commander-in-Chief shall
issue a General Order noting the automatic suspension.

Section 12. Any Department which fails to file the annual EIN report reguired-in-Section-3(b)-of this-Article

by the date specified therein shall be automatically suspended. The Commander-in-Chief shall issue a
General Order noting the automatic suspension.

PROPOSAL #4

Committee on Battle Flag Preservation.)

Chapter Ill, Article X, Section 1 (See C&R page 96)

Note: This proposal will eliminate the National Committee on Battle Flag Preservation. If this proposal is
adopted then proposal number 4 in this report (if adopted) will create the position of National Battle Flag
Preservation Officer who will assume the duties of this committee. Also, a grammar correction is made by
inserting the word “and” in the last line of this section.

The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

Article X Standing Committees
Section 1. The standing committees of the National Organization shall be as follows: Program and Policy,

Battle-Flag-Preservation,-Civil War Memorials and Monuments, Communication and Technology,
Constitution and Regulations, Encampment Site, Fraternal Relations, GAR Post Records, Graves
Registration, History, Life Membership Investment, Lincoln Tomb Observance, Membership, Memorials &
Monuments, Military Affairs, Civil War Heritage Defense Fund, Civil War Memorial Grant Fund, EBay
Surveillance and Scholarships, Promotions and Marketing, and Vision and Planning.

PROPOSAL #5

(This proposal is from Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief Ed Norris who is also Chairman of the National
Committee on Battle Flag Preservation.)

Chapter Ill, Article IV, Section 1(a) (See C&R page 76)
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Note: This proposal will create the position of National Battle Flag Preservation Officer. If this proposal is
adopted then proposal No. 5 (if adopted) will describe the duties of this new officer position. Also, a
grammar correction is made by inserting the word “and” in the last line of this section.

The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

Article IV Officers

Section 1(a). The officers of the National Organization shall consist of a Commander-in-Chief, Senior Vice
Commander-in-Chief, Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief, National Secretary, National Treasurer, National
Quartermaster, five members of the Council of Administration (of which no two may be from the same
Department), Banner Editor, Organization Expansion Officer, National Battle Flag Preservation Officer,
National Chaplain, National Chief-of-Staff, National Civil War Memorials Officer, National Counselor,
National GAR Highway Officer, National GAR Records Officer, National Graves Registration Officer,
National Historian, National Legislation Officer, National Membership-at-Large Coordinator, National
Patriotic Instructor, National Signals Officer, and a Washington DC Representative.

PROPOSAL #6

(This proposal is from Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief Ed Norris who is also Chairman of the National
Committee on Battle Flag Preservation.)

Chapter Ill, Article VII, Section 32 (See C&R page 91)

Note: This proposal adds a new section to this Article which describes the duties of the National Battle
Flag Preservation Officer and re-numbers the current Section 32 to Section 33.

The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

Section 32. It shall be the duty of the National Battle Flag Preservation Officer to watch matters of
proposed legislation and funding affecting the preservation of our ancestors’ battle flags, write
letters in support of preservation and funding, organize and maintain a centralized records
keeping system to serve as a resource for cataloging and inventorying all Union battle flags, and
to make a written report to the Commander-in-Chief.

Section 32: 33 All officers of the National Organization shall promptly turn over to their successors all the
property of the National Organization in their possession, taking receipts therefore.

PROPOSAL #7
(This proposal is from the Department of Vermont.)
Chapter V, Article V (See C&R page 122)

Note: This proposal will limit the type of property a camp or department that ceases to exist will be
obligated to turn over to the National Organization.

The C&R Committee does not recommend approval of this proposal.

(a). All records are the property of the National Organization regardless of the point of origin. As-with-alt
reakintellectual-and-etherproperty; Camps and Departments hold records in trust for the National

Organization through the authority granted by the corresponding charter from the National Organization.

Chapter V, Article VI, Section 3(U)(b) (See C&R page 129)

Note: This proposal will clarify the time period during which the Commander-in-Chief and Department
Commanders may award the Dr. Mary Walker Award. It will eliminate any confusion that might arise
between a colander year and a commander’s term of office.

The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

(b) The Commander-in-Chief may present up to three awards irany-enre—year— during his term of
office. A Department Commander may present up to two awards ir-any-ene—year- during his term of
office. Itis not mandatory for either the Commander-in-Chief or a Department Commander to present
this award.

PROPOSAL #9
(This proposal is from the Military Affairs Committee)
SVR Regulations Article X, Section 1 (See SVR Regulations pagel3)

Note: Chapter Il, Article XIV Section 3 of the SUVCW Regulations incorporates the SVR Regulations by
reference into the SUVCW Regulations (See SUVCW Regulations page 70.) This proposal divides
existing Section 1 of Article X of the SVR Regulations into 4 sections and transfers the purchase of SVR
badges from the SUVCW Quartermaster to the SVR Quartermaster. New Sections 5, 6, and 7 authorize
new SVR badges for SVR Unit Commanders, Past Unit Commanders and Past District Commanders.
The remaining sections of this Article are renumbered 8 through 18. The newly renumbered Section 8
authorizes a safety clasp for the Past Commanding General’s badge.

The C&R Committee recommends adoption of this proposal.

1. Provision is hereby authorized for a Sons of Veterans Reserve Membership Badge. The badge
shall be the SVR logo made of bronze and suspended from a ribbon of red, white, and blue and
equipped with a safety clasp. The Commanding Officer’'s badge will be dipped in gold and members
of the General Staff dipped in silver.

2. All SVR Members in good standing may purchase the badge through the SUMEW-—-SVR
Quartermaster.

3. The SVR badge shall be worn over the left breast of coats, jackets and vests worn as outer
garments and shall be at the extreme left of the wearer’s right of all SUVCW badges. The order of
arrangement shall be consistent with Chapter V, Article 3 of the SUVCW Constitution and
Regulations unless stipulated by these Regulations.

4. The SVR metal cutout is still authorized for wear on the SUVCW badge. A miniature Sons of
Veterans Reserve Membership badge is hereby authorized to be worn, however, only on civilian
attire, and in conjunction with the miniature Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War Membership
badge. The miniature Sons of Veterans Reserve badge may not be worn with any full size badge.
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5. The Commanding Officer of an SVR Unit is authorized to purchase from the SVR
Quartermaster and wear an SVR Unit Commander’'s Badge, which replaces the SVR
Membership Badge. The badge shall have a dark royal blue ribbon drape with a white stripe
down the center one-third the size of the ribbon and equipped with a safety clasp. At the
top of the ribbon drape there shall be a bronze tone bar with the words “Unit Commander”.
The drop shall be a brass color SVR logo eagle topped with a curved bar bearing the words
“Filii Veteranorum”.

6. Any SVR member in good standing who has served honorably for at least one year as an
SVR Unit Commander and is no longer serving as an SVR Unit Commander is authorized to
purchase from the SVR Quartermaster and wear an SVR Past Unit Commander’s Badge,
which replaces the SVR Membership Badge. The badge shall have a dark royal blue ribbon
drape with a white stripe down the center one-third the size of the ribbon drape and
equipped with a safety clasp. In the center of the white stripe shall be a deep red thin stripe
approximately 1/8 inch wide. At the top of the ribbon drape there shall be a bronze tone bar
with the words “Past Unit Commander”. The drop shall be a brass color SVR logo eagle
topped with a curved bar bearing the words " Filii Veteranorum”.

7. Any SVR member in good standing who has served honorably for at least one year as an
SVR District Commander and is no longer serving as an SVR District Commander is
authorized to purchase from the SVR Quartermaster and wear an SVR Past District
Commander’s Badge, which replaces the SVR Membership Badge. The badge shall have a
light blue ribbon drape with a dark red stripe down the center one-fourth the size of the
ribbon drape and equipped with a safety clasp. At the top of the ribbon drape there shall be
a silver tone bar with the words “Past District Commander”. The drop shall be a silver color
SVR logo eagle topped with a curved bar bearing the words "Filii Veteranorum”.

8. Individuals who have served as Commanding Officer of the Sons of Veterans Reserve are entitled
to wear a Sons of Veterans Reserve Past Commanding Officer’s badge, which replaces the SVR
Membership Badge. This badge shall have the ribbon, one third blue, one third white and one third
red with each section trimmed with gold color and equipped with a safety clasp. The drop shall
be the dark brass color SVR logo with a blue background surrounding the words “Sons of Veterans
Reserve, S.U.V.C.W.” In the center the letter S shall be white, the letter V shall be red, and the
letter R shall be blue. The SVR logo shall be surrounded by a light brass color star-burst.

PROPOSAL #10

(This proposal is from the Department of Michigan)
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Article V, Section 2 b (See C&R page 20)

Note: This proposal clarifies the Commander-in-Chief’s authority to take action to suspend or delay the
implementation of an action taken by any National Encampment rather than just the last National
Encampment, and includes State Laws as well as United States Laws. . The process for taking such
action by the Commander-in-Chief remains the same.

The C&R Committee recommends approval of this proposal.

Article V, Section 2b. If the Commander-in-Chief is of the opinion that an action of the-last-proceeding any
National Encampment is in violation of or in conflict with our Congressional Charter, and/or the
Constitution, and/or National Regulations, and/or United States Law, and/or any State’s Law, he may
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propose such General Order(s) to delay implementation of such action or suspend such action if
previously implemented, until such time as the violation or conflict can be corrected. A two-thirds majority
vote of the Council of Administration is required to support the proposed General Order authorizing the
Commander-in-Chief to proceed, the Commander-in-Chief abstaining from participating in such vote and
the Senior Vice Commander-in-Chief may only vote to break a tie. Such presentation and vote may be
taken by electronic means of communication. The Commander-in-Chief must propose a resolution to the
conflict by the next National Encampment.

4.7 National Encampment Site Committee, Kevin P. Tucker, PDC

The National Encampment Site Committee has been honored to serve the Order this past year.
We believe we have served the Sons of Union Veterans with distinction, and have made every effort to
address the concerns and issues of all of Allied Orders, with regard to their wants and needs for the
present and future National Encampments.

This past Spring, the Site Committee lost an invaluable member, when Brother Jim Crane, former
Committee Chairman, resigned. Brother Crane has been the guru for the Site committee for the past
several years, and has rescued more than one host Department from financial ruin by stepping in and
renegotiating flawed contracts. The members of this committee have learned a great deal from Brother
Crane. We, and the entire organization, owe him a debt of gratitude for his great service.

Fortunately for us, Brother Crane has been kind enough to continue tooffer his wisdom and
insight, when called upon by the committee, and will continue to serve on the Department of Ohio’s Host
Committee, as we prepare for Cleveland next year. Also fortunately for us, Mike Paquette, another
seasoned and capable former Site Committee member, was available to step in when Brother Crane
resigned, and has joined Frank Avila and myself on the Site Committee, with little need for getting
acquainted with our processes.

The Committee has performed with as much diligence of which we are capable, in analyzing each
proposal submitted to us by Departments vying to host a National Encampment. We have given a great
deal of our time, effort, and our own money, in educating Host Committees, carying out the negotiating
process, and procuring the best deals possible for our Membership, whether it be through conferencing
with Members to discuss tasks and explain reasons for requirements, flying in to visit proposed cities and
hotels to check on the space requirements and condition, or negotiating room rates and banquet prices
directly with hotels.

To help facilitate a high level of diligence, we have asked Departments to adhere to the
instructions in the Guide Book that the Committee produced last year, when preparing their proposals.
The Guide Book touches on all the considerations that must be considered when a Department is
deciding whether or not to go forward with a proposal, and, once that determination is made, gives the
Department a detailed roadmap to use in the preparation of the proposal itself.

We have tried to make it clear to each prospective host Department that hosting a National

Encampment is a complicated process, with many detailed tasks and requirements. This is why the
Committee felt it necessary to produce the Guide Book in the first place. National Encampment hosting is
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not a project that can be taken lightly, and consideration must lean toward those Departments who show
that they are capable of performing multiple detailed tasks by using and following the Guide Book.

The Committee’s main focus has not been on just booking conveniently located hotels at
reasonable prices, but to make sure Host Departments know what to expect when committing to host a
National Encampment, and to make sure they have the knowledge, tools and guidance to make their
National Encampment a success.

The following are Encampments in the works, or very nearly so:

Framingham 2018

The Department of Massachusetts welcomes our Sisters and Brothers to the Sheraton Framingham Hotel
for the 2018 Allied Orders National Encampment. The Encampment is running from Wednesday, August
8th through Sunday, August 12th, 2018. Rooms are $109 per night.

The Host Committee is chaired by Dexter Bishop, PDC, with JVCinC Ed Norris, PDC as Treasurer. Also
on the committee is National ASUVCW representative Sandra Bates; National LGAR representative
Linda Murray; NCOA Member Kevin Tucker, PDC; Department Commander Dan Murray; ASUVCW
Department President MaryCatherine Knight; Department SVC Stuart Chambers; John Bates, PDC;
Edward Knight, PCC; and Roderick Frazier.

The two Thursday tours include a boat tour of Boston Harbor, with a tour of historic Fort Warren on
George’s Island, and a roast pork dinner and tour of the Lynn G.A.R. Museum. Buses will take Members
to and from the hotel to Boston and Lynn.

Our Friday evening Campfire will feature the Salem Zouaves Civil War era drill team and nationally known
Boston based entertainer and musical impressionist, Joey Voices.

Along with our Encampment medal, featuring the Framingham Soldiers Monument, we have recreated a
medal from the Minutemen of '61 Association, whose membership included the first regiments from
Massachusetts to answer President Lincoln’s call for troops following the Confederate attack on Ft.
Sumter. One of these regiments was the 6th Mass. Volunteer Infantry, which was attacked by a mob in
Baltimore, resulting in the first casualties of the war.

Also available will be a patriotic polo shirt, featuring an embroidered copy of the Encampment logo, and
Allied Orders of the G.A.R. tee shirts, with a quote from Gen. Order No. 11 on the back. The shirts and
the Minutemen of '61 medal will be on sale in the foyer during registration.

The banquet features a choice of three meals: sautéed breast of chicken, Boston baked haddock and
New York sirloin. All reservation forms have been posted on the National Organization’s website since
the Spring, and reservations have been received at a promising pace.

We have been working closely with the Commander-in-Chief, National President, SUVCW and Auxiliary
Chiefs of Staff and Chaplains to develop programs and coordinate joint events. Commander-in-Chief Day
has assigned the Site and Host Committees to make every effort to ensure this is the best Allied Orders
Encampment ever, and we have been doing so.

Cleveland 2019

The 2019 Allied Orders National Encampment will be hosted by the Department of Ohio. The
Encampment will be held from Wednesday, August 7, 2019 through Sunday, August 11, 2019, at the
DoubleTree by Hilton Hotel Cleveland - Independence, 6200 Quarry Lane, Independence, OH, 44131-
2218. The room rate will be $114.00 per night.

The Host Committee for the 2019 Encampment is being co-chaired by PCinC Ken Freshley and former
National Site Committee Chair Jim Crane.
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Tours will include a bus tour of Cleveland Civil War Connections (with stops at nine locations), a visit to
the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame, and downtown shopping.

The Host Committee is also working on obtaining reduced Cedar Point Amusement Park tickets, and
Allied Orders recognition at a Cleveland Indians game.

Atlanta 2020

The 2020 Allied Orders National Encampment will be hosted by the Department of Georgia and South
Carolina. We signed the hotel contract on behalf of the organization, with the Marriott Buckhead on March
30, 2018. The Encampment will be held from Wednesday, 08/12/2020 through Sunday, 08/16/2020, at
the Atlanta Marriott Buckhead Hotel & Conference Center, 3405 Lenox Road NE, Atlanta, GA, 30326-
1308. Rooms will be $115 per night.

The Host Committee for the 2020 Encampment has been established by the Department of Georgia and
South Carolina. Department Commander Beam has appointed Steve Reilly as Chairman, with Mark Hale
as Treasurer.

The Host Committee is working on a medal that will honor the U.S.Colored Troops.
A tour of the Atlanta History Center, with its multiple historic sites and exhibitions, is planned.

2021

Our Committee is currently considering a proposal by the Department of Missouri to host the 2021 Allied
Orders National Encampment. Brother Petrovic submitted the proposal on behalf of the Department, and
the Committee has been in negotiation with the hotels included therein. Preliminary progress is positive,

and we will be scheduling a site visit after the Framingham Encampment.

As you might surmise from the reports above, the trend for room rates is that they are ratcheting upward
into the mid $110s. Some of our negotiations have begun with the hotel offering rooms in the mid to upper
$120s per night, or higher. Food and beverage minimums continue to rise, with some hotels asking for
almost double what we negotiated here in Framingham.

The Committee has been successful, so far, in leveraging our strength in numbers of room nights and
banquet attendance at Encampments, keeping prices in a reasonably affordable range for our Members.
It cannot be stressed enough that we need to keep attendance as high as possible, to have the
opportunity to employ that leverage.

Certainly, keeping room rates and meal costs down are important in helping to keep the number of
attendees up, but it is most important that Host Committees also make sure that every Sister and Brother
feels welcome, and that the needs of each Order are addressed.

As an organization, the Allied Orders must continue to instill in our Sisters and Brothers the idea that
attendance at National Encampments, rooming at the host hotel, and attending banquets are crucial in
helping us achieve required targets for concessions, like free meeting rooms, suites for the Commander-
in-Chief and National Presidents. This facilitates attendace by all of our Sisters and Brothers, the
administration of our leaders, and the work of our Orders. We need everyone to understand that their
participation at National Encampments is an important way to serve the Allied Orders.

Proposal: We propose that a fund of $1500 per year be established in the National budget, in order to
provide funding for Committee site visits as part of the due dilligence in considering a proposal to host a
National Encampment. Committee Members can usually obtain “comped” lodging in one of the three
hotels that we are visiting within an area, but have been funding our own flights, rental cars, meals and
other associated costs.

On behalf of the Commander-in-Chief, the committee invited representatives from the above
organizations to attend the Order's national ceremonies and programs, including: Remembrance Day in
Gettysburg, Pennsylvania; Lincoln Tomb Observance in Springfield, lllinois; and the 137™ National
Encampment in Framingham, Massachusetts.

At the request of the President of the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War 1861-1865
(DUVCW), Caren Cleaveland, and Commander-in-Chief Day, our committee supported the formation of
the DUVCW National Fraternal Relations Committee. The Chair of this committee is Sister Eileen
Sleckman (esleck57@gmail.com). To quote President Cleaveland, “This committee will be working to
help grow the Grand Army of the Republic Allied Orders as they were historically intended.”

The DUVCW is currently planning their 2021 National Convention and requested information on
the SUVCW 2021 National Encampment. In the spirit of camaraderie, the DUVCW would like to revisit
having our Conventions/Encampments at the same time and location.

At the request of the Commander-in-Chief, the committee will also send a special invitation to the
newly elected Commander-in-Chief of the Sons of Confederate Veterans, extending the opportunity for
him to address the National Encampment during the Saturday morning business session, as well as to
attend and brief the Encampment Banquet on Saturday evening.

4.9 National Committee on GAR Post Records, Dean A. Enderlin, PCC

Commander-in-Chief Day and Brothers of the 137" annual encampment of the National Organization of
the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, it is my honor to present this report on the activities and
achievements of the standing Committee on GAR Records:
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Progress Report and Accomplishments for the 2017-2018 Administrative Year

GAR Records Group on Yahoo.com: Our committee continues to use the GARRecords Group on Yahoo
as our hub for communications and file sharing/archiving. The Group was created in March 2011, with
Glenn Knight, PDC, and Dean Enderlin, PDC, as co-administrators.

Department GAR Records Officer: The office of Department Grand Army of the Republic (GAR) Records
Officer, which was originally created by the National Encampment in 2004, was not fully codified in the C&R
until November 2015. With this office now activated, we have begun tracking the progress of Departments
in filling the position. To aid in identifying the current office holders, and because the Department GAR
Records Officer is now a required office, our committee is exploring the possibility of modifying the SUVCW
Form 49 (Certification of Election and Installation of Department Officers) to include the new office as a line
item. A copy of a proposed revision to the PDF form was provided to the Program & Policy Committee in
November, 2017. Its formal adoption is pending.

Beginning this past year, SUVCW Executive Director David Demmy has graciously added the National
GAR Records Officer to his distribution list for Form 49's as they are received. This has been a big help in
identifying Departments whose officer appointments are not always complete on their websites.

The National Committee on GAR Records is guided by an action plan, which is approved by the National

December 2017, SVR General Order 2017-09, dated 31 December 2017, SVR General Order
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2017-10, dated 31 December 2017, SVR General Order 2017-11, dated 31 December 2017, SVR
General Order 2017-12, dated 31 December 2017, SVR General Order 2017-13, dated 31
December 2017, SVR General Order 2018-01, dated 06 July 2018, and SVR General Order
2018-02, dated 12 July 2018, and which said SVR General Orders have been published on the
Web Site.

The Committee has worked on and prepared a draft to amend portions of Chapter IV, Article X of the
current SVR Regulations providing for the authorization of 3 new SVR Badges, specifically, an SVR Unit
Commander’s Badge, a Past SVR Unit Commander’'s Badge and a Past District Commander’s Badge.
The draft was provided to the National Constitution and Regulations Committee for consideration, and if
so recommended by the National Constitution and Regulations Committee, said proposed amendments
will be presented to the National Encampment in August of 2018 for consideration.

As previously reported, due to the unavailability of the Ball room at the Wyndham, it became necessary to
change the situs of the Headquarters Hotel to the Eisenhower Hotel. Five (5) contracts with the
Eisenhower Complex (formerly the Eisenhower Hotel) for the years 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021
were entered into.

e The five (5) contracts with the Eisenhower Complex, among other things, provide for the identical
group rate per night for each of the five (5) years, that is, the sum of $129.00 plus tax per night.
Insofar as the nightly group rate at the Wyndham for 2016 was the sum of $116.00 plus tax per
night, the fixed five (5) year rate of $129.00 plus tax per night at the Eisenhower Complex thus
represents an 11.2% increase over the 2016 rate at the Wyndham.

¢ Inview of ongoing problems with the Eisenhower facility and a plethora of complaints from the
various guests, a decision was made to terminate the contract with the Eisenhower, effective on
18 November 2018, in conformity with the provisions of the Eisenhower contract and without
penalty.

e On 24 January, 2018, a four (4) year contract with the Wyndham Gettysburg, 95 Presidential
Circle, Gettysburg, PA was entered into for the years 2019, 2020, 2021 and 2022, providing for a
group rate per night for 2019 in the sum of $129.00, for 2020 in the sum of $134.00, for 2021 in
the sum of $139.00 and for the year 2021 in the sum of $144.00. The contracts with the
Wyndham Gettysburg also provide for rooms, built into the contracts and at no additional
expense, for the use of the Allied Orders to display and sell their various items, the same also
holding true for the National Quartermaster. Additionally, a large room will be available for the
SVR Breakfast, a room will be available for the Council of Administration Meeting and for the
Church Service on the Sunday morning of each weekend. And, of course, the use of the Ball
Room is built into the terms of each of the four (4) contracts with the Wyndham Gettysburg.

e A 4 year contract for the years 2017, 2018, 2019 and 2020 was entered into with the Philadelphia
Brigade Band for purposes of providing period dance music at the Original Civil War Ball to be
held in the Eisenhower ballroom. The contract also includes period dance instruction by the
Victorian Dance Ensemble. In addition to playing for the Ball, the Band will also render The
National Anthem and provide period selections at the Woolson Monument ceremonies on 17
November 2018 and will participate in the 2018 Remembrance Day Parade.

¢ Arrangements have been made with the various CW publications to publish ads for the
Remembrance Day Parade and the Original Civil War Ball. Issues of several of these CW
publications containing the Remembrance Day 2018 ads were distributed at the 155"
reenactment in Gettysburg in July of 2018.

e Arrangements were made, electronically, with PCinC James B. Pahl, the Editor of The Banner, to
publish ads for the Remembrance Day Parade and the Original Civil War Ball
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Through the assistance of PCinC and SVR Web Master Leo Kennedy, Notice of the 2018
Remembrance Day Parade and the 2018 Original Civil War Ball are both posted on the SVR Web
site.

Major David K. Hann, Provost, SVR, fashioned a Remembrance Day Facebook Page in 2014 and
which said page has been updated to include the 2018 events.

On 26 January 2018, Parade Flyers and Ball Flyers were forwarded, electronically, to the SVR
General Staff, to the various SVR Military District Commanders for distribution to the various SVR
Units within their respective Military Districts, to the various SUVCW Department Commanders
for distribution to the various SUVCW Camps within their Departments and to the various Ladies’
Organizations for distribution within their respective jurisdictions.

Renewed State Auto Insurance Company Bond for purposes of protecting the Original Civil War
Ball funds at no cost to the SVR. Funds for policy premium came from an anonymous donor.

Original Civil War Ball tickets (300) were ordered on 15 January 2018 and were received on 24
January 2018. Total cost, including shipping, was $125.00. To date, twenty-six (26) Ball tickets
have been sold - about average for this time of year

Arrangements were made, electronically, with All Sound Pro in Chambersburg, PA (Robert
Ranalli) to provide Public Address system for Woolson Monument Ceremonies on 17 November
2018.

A formal personalized letter of invitation was mailed to Robert F. Costello, requesting him to
deliver The Gettysburg Address in the course of the Memorial Service at the Woolson Monument
on 17 November 2018.

A formal personalized letter of invitation was mailed to lvan E. Frantz, Musician Sgt. Major, SVR,
requesting him to render TAPS at the conclusion of the Memorial Service at the Woolson
Monument.

A formal personalized letter was mailed to Mr. Charles Hulse requesting him to have Boy Scout
Troop No. 88 place refuse containers (as required by the Borough of Gettysburg) along the
parade route, prior to the 2018 Remembrance Day Parade and then remove the same following
the completion of the Parade. This arrangement has been finalized.

An Application for a Facilities Lease Agreement was made to the Gettysburg Area School District
for purposes of use of Middle School area for form up of the Remembrance Day Parade.

An Application for a Parade Permit was made to the Gettysburg Police Department for purposes
of conducting the Remembrance Day Parade.

An Application for a Special Park Use Permit was made to the Gettysburg National Military Park
for purposes of conducting the Woolson Monument Ceremonies in Zeigler's Grove, to be held at
11:00 A.M. on 17 November 2018.

An Application for a Special Event Permit (Form TE-300) was made to the Pennsylvania
Department of Transportation.

Remembrance Day Parade Streamers have been ordered from R. B. Powers Co., in Ashley,
Ohio.

Arrangements with Associated Products Services, Mechanicsburg, PA, for purposes of providing
3 portable sanitary facilities at the parade staging area. Presently working on securing
authorizations from Gettysburg Police Chief and the Director of Buildings and Grounds for the
Gettysburg Area School District to place the sanitary facilities in the proximity of the staging area
along Lefever Street on Friday afternoon, 16 November 2018.
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Ordered 13 wreaths from The Floral Boutique in Gettysburg and arranged for the wreaths to be
delivered to the Woolson Monument on Saturday, 17 November 2018 at 10:00 A.M.

Made arrangements with Jeffrey C. Young, owner of Gettysburg Carriage Company, to have a
carriage at the parade staging area to convey President Lincoln and John Hart (Gen. Scott) and
two others in the Remembrance Day Parade.

4.13 National Committee on Program and Policy, Donald W. Shaw, PDC

The Committee has been involved in revising forms and working on authoring policies.

To date we have dealt with forms 3, 60, 12, 30, 35, and 27. We have revision work under way on
form 49 and the packet of camp formation forms 50 through 55. Form 27 was a particularly troublesome
form in that the automatic calculation features of the form were difficult to get to work correctly. After a
number of revisions within the committee, we secured the assistance of two computer experts outside the
committee to correct ongoing calculation problems in the form. The currently posted form seems to work,
but you will note that we took it through 11 revisions to get it to do so. As | said, the final product was
made to work by two non-members of our committee. One a brother of the Order, one not. Both donated
their time and talent when told that it was for the SUVCW.

As of this writing, we still have forms in progress and expect to supplement this report at the
Encampment itself.

4.15 National Committee on Promotion and Marketing, Donald D. Palmer, Jr. PCinC

The following is a report on the activities of the Committee on Marketing & Promotion for the
2017-2018 administrative year.

Advertising

The committee determined that an advertising strategy was needed, i.e., specific advertising and
publications, for the next couple of years. We started advertising again back in 2014 after a long period of
time where we did not advertise. We started advertising in Civil War journals, which made the most
sense. If we use new membership as a key metric in determining the effectiveness of our advertising,
then it hasn't helped much. We averaged about 670 new members in the years preceding the
establishment of Vision 2020. We have averaged only about 660 new members since 2014. As a follow
up, we also need to determine if new membership growth is the best way to measure advertising
effectiveness. We may need to rotate our advertising campaign and direct it to other audiences, such as
genealogical societies or veteran’s organizations. The following is a draft proposal multi-year advertising
strategy that encompasses a variety of reader demographics that the committee is currently reviewing:

Display Materials

The first Marketing & Promotion special committee developed display boards for physical displays back in
2012. The committee resurrected these posters (shown below) and attempted to bring them up to current
standards. A number of Camps across the country have expressed interest in using them to support their
Camp activities. The initial feedback from the Camps that used the first set of display materials produced
was extremely positive. It would be cost prohibitive for this committee, or even the National organization,
to produce these in large numbers. We need to determine the most effective means of providing these
products to the Camps, even if we supply them as electronic files and have the Camps themselves
produce them. An updated set of display materials has been developed and will be submitted to the
incoming Program & Policy Committee for review.
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Product Sheets

The committee is encouraging Camps and Departments to participate in activities within their
communities, as well as support statewide or national meeting, such as genealogical society events. In
2016, the National organization sponsored a display at the National Genealogical Society conference.
The feedback from the Brothers that handled the display was positive, but there were some lessons
learned. One of the suggestions was to have handouts on each of our major programs, including graves
registration, etc. We are doing work that is valuable from a research perspective and we need to
communicate it. We need to create these as handouts for formal displays as another way to communicate
our value. Drafts of product sheets were developed for the Graves Registration and the GAR Records
programs. These drafts will be submitted to the Graves Registration and GAR Records Officers
respectively for their review and comment.

Promotional Events

The Committee wanted to continue supporting the National Genealogical Society Conference as it did in
2016. The 2018 National Genealogical Society Conference was held in Grand Rapids, Ml on May 2-5,
2018. As budget to support this conference is limited, the committee adopted a best-practice to have local
Camps or cognizant Departments staff the SUVCW display at the conference. The committee had
communications with the Department of Michigan about supporting this activity. Unfortunately, the annual
Michigan Department Encampment was the same weekend and was unable to muster support for the
NGS conference. The committee will make another attempt in 2019 as the conference will be held in St.
Charles, MO from May 8-11, 2019. The Department of Missouri will be approached about supporting this
event.

In addition, the committee pulled together a document that lists state-level genealogical events. The goal
is to provide Departments with additional events they might want to consider supporting to get added
visibility within their localities. This document will be distributed to Department Commanders.

Summary

In summary, the committee made some progress, but progress was slow, largely due to the availability of
the committee chairman. As such, | have communicated with the only announced candidate for
Commander-in-Chief and informed him that | will be stepping down as chairman of the committee. This
important committee needs a chairman that can devote the time needed to move a full agenda. Due to
job demands, it does not appear | will be able to devote the time. However, | have offered to remain on
the committee as a member, an aide, or whatever role the incoming Commander-in-Chief sees fit.
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4.16 National Committee on Vision and Planning, Brian C. Pierson, PDC

Introduction:

Overall, there appears to have been good progress this year progress in key areas of the Vision 2020
Strategic Plan. This report provides an overview of four categories: growth and leadership; information
technology, engagement, and 501(c)3 status. These categories cross-cut all focus areas and initiatives.

Growth & Leadership

Membership growth and retention remain our primary concern. We continue to recruit new members, but
we appear to not be doing as well as needed at retention. Our membership numbers are relatively stable,
at about 6,300. However, we will not meet the Strategic Plan’s goal of 10,000 by 2020. We need to
continue to investigate this and develop a new recruiting and retention strategy.

Of note, the Commander-in-Chief has initiated an online survey of members. This is a best practice
among organizations and should be done periodically within the SUVCW, perhaps every two to three
years.

RECOMMENDATION:

Recommendation #1: ldentify tangible incentives to recruit and retain members. Perhaps a $5
quartermaster voucher awarded to the recruiter of each new member, or for each significant anniversary of
membership.

Information Technology

Our adoption of information technology is getting better. The national Signals Officer / Webmaster is
making steady progress on the national-level IT strategy. A number of areas could be greatly improved
with a commitment to improving our IT structure.

Engagement

Many of our activities are outwardly focused, including education, preservation, patriotism & good
citizenship, etc. Our Graves Registration, GAR Records, and Monuments databases continue to be
valuable tools. Over the year, several cities and towns have reached out to the SUVCW for assistance in
preserving their civic monuments dedicated to the Civil War.

To enhance our promotion of patriotism and good citizenship, the Commander-in Chief has proposed the
establishment of a Good Citizenship award. This will fill a gap in our other programs, such as ROTC medal,
Eagle Scout recognition and Flag Certificates.

RECOMMENDATION:

Recommendation #2: Adopt the Good Citizenship Award immediately, and widely advertise it to schools.

501(c)3 Status

Slower than hoped for progress is being made to achieving 501(c)3 status for Departments and Camps in
addition to the National Organization. Until 501(c)3 status has been achieve for the subordinate
organizations, they will continue to be hampered in fundraising and grants.

Conclusion
The Committee looks forward to engaging points of contact on recommendations and metrics.

An analysis of annual reports to the 2018 National Encampment will be presented in November at
Gettysburg.

5.8 National Special Committee on Hereditary Issues, James G. Ward, PDC

Goal: facilitate the establishment of a searchable Union Veterans of the Civil War ancestors of
current SUVCW hereditary members database, scalable from Camp through Department to National
level, and possibly to include past-SUVCW-hereditary-member Union ancestors, and scalable to include
at a later date lineage from Union ancestor to current SUVCW hereditary member.

Additional requirements: Reliable. Rigorous. Secure.

Proposals 1, 2, and 3: The database, interface software, and storage/server device are interconnected
selections. The next vendor (<problemsolutions.net> of Pennsylvania) meeting is 10:00 a.m. ET
Wednesday August 1, 2018 (prior to NE’'18). If a reviewable specification sheet, proposed selections, and
estimated expense/cost become available shortly thereafter, it will become an attachment to this report
and may lead to revising recommendations.

As a status report, “MySQL” “sequel database is the least expensive and is open-source. “SQL” proper is
a more expensive database structure from Oracle. “DB2” from IBM may be second choice. Apple’s “file-
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maker pro” and Microsoft's “access” are being avoided at this point to preclude becoming “locked-in” to
those retail programs.

Where the data and software are housed may prove to be best done by leasing servers, but that is also a
component of the specification sheet, which is planned to be as comprehensive and sustainable as
possible. To what degree “cloud storage” providers are involved is relevant.

Proposal 4: internet-how the search is initiated, and how the results are displayed to the Member (and/or
public, if that is authorized) is another specification component.

Proposals 5 and 6: acquirer and authorization-pending specification and estimate results.

Proposal 7: storage device-data is currently held in a variety of media; a next step is to consolidate into
fewer media, and to increase the data that is “backed up”.

Proposal 7A: print publishing-a backup method to make data available to members (and/or the public).

Proposal 8: data-essential, and only partially held. Camps and Departments are encouraged to submit
Hereditary Member Union Ancestor Data to the NSCoHI via any NSCoHI Committee Member including
the Chairman. For those previously submitting, update and confirm Camp and Department data. Enough
data is held to populate the chosen database for at least one Department, and at least one Camp from a
Department lacking data as a whole. In other words, the Committee is not waiting for all the data to be
submitted, but continues to encourage submission of missing data.

Proposal 9: administrator-pending. To be sustainable, identification of who and how the database and
search system is administered in the future needs clarification.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Recommendation #1: Include a $6,000 line-item on the NE'18 to NE'19 budget, for research and
development by the National Special Committee on Hereditary Issues.

It is my honor and pleasure to report the commencement of my second year in command of our
Department beginning at our 132nd Annual Department Encampment, held in Bakersfield, California, on
March 16-17, 2018. Twenty-five Brothers attended the Department Encampment this year, representing
ten of our Camps. Commander-in-Chief Mark Day honored us as installing officer. He made the trip from
his home in Virginia to California by train, a mode of transportation to California that hasn't been used by
an installing officer for a very long time!

Our Department consists of thirteen Camps, two based in Nevada and the remainder in
California. The State of Hawaii is currently served by SGT William Pittenger Camp, No. 21, based in San
Diego, California. All are active, and very much involved in the observance of Memorial Day and other
patriotic work.

Particular recognition was made this year to the 150" anniversary of GAR General Order No. 11,
proclaiming the first nationwide Memorial Day and dated May 5, 1868. Two of the three signatories of
that General Order, Norton P. Chipman (1836-1924) and Dr. William T. Collins (1838-1906), lived the final
years of their lives in California. General John A. Logan (1826-1886), the third and principal signatory,
visited California and Nevada just four months before his death, so he, too, claimed a place in the hearts
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of those who made his acquaintance on the West Coast. Their physical presence within the bounds of
our Department made that General Order, issued over 3,000 miles away, seem more tangible and
personal. SUVCW Department Order No. 3, issued on May 5, 2018, provided details regarding the
history of these men and the significance of General Order No. 11 for the benefit of our Camps.

On a sad note, the Department of California and Pacific lost its one and only known "real" child of
a Union veteran this year with the passing of Real Daughter Edna Catherine Pike Marriott, who died in
Oakland, California, on December 2, 2017. She was 103 years old. Ms. Marriott was a member of Kate
B. Sherwood Tent #89, DUVCW.

6.2 Department of the Chesapeake, W. Faron Taylor, DC

The Department of the Chesapeake includes fifteen (15) Camps and a total membership of 425
Brothers — a 5% INCREASE over last year. Since our last report camps within the Department continue
to sponsor and participate in a wide-range of activities, all designed to honor the service of our ancestors
who fought to preserve the Union.

In keeping with the General Order of the Commander-in-Chief, Department Brothers continue to
closely monitor Civil War- related monumentation and the actions of local and state governments toward
same. With our location situated in the heart of the eastern theatre of Civil War operations, there are a
host of monuments situated in our service area and the reactions and still-developing stances by
governmental entities has varied widely.

Rather than focusing on individual, Camp-specific activities, the following synopsis highlights
Department actions for this reporting period:

o Officers consolidated Department records for historical accessibility and greater
managerial efficiency.

¢ In a collaborative effort, officers instituted long-term measures to maintain the
financial well-being of the Department.

e Additional steps and incentives are now offered to maintain 100% compliance with
Camp-to-Department reporting requirements, on time.

e The 1318t annual encampment of the Department was held on Friday and Saturday,
April 27 — 28, 2018 in historic Ellicott City, MD. Over forty Brothers were joined by
CinC Mark R. Day during the two-day event. Department bylaws were updated for
compliance with the recent General Order.

e In partnership with MOLLUS, the Department held an early morning wreath-laying
ceremony at the tomb of major general John A. Logan in Washington, DC on
Memorial Day, May 28, 2018.

e The Department’s contribution of $500 (along with National’'s monies) toward the
construction of a monument honoring our ancestors at the site of a large Union
hospital at Point of Rocks, VA bore fruit. Said monument was dedicated on June 23,
2018.

¢ More than two dozen Brothers and Sisters from across the Department gathered
together on Saturday, July 28, 2018 for an afternoon and evening of food, fraternity
and fellowship.

Finally, in late February 2018, | was tasked by the CinC and the Council of Administration to
represent the Order’s role as a “Consulting Party” regarding the 2015 discovery of remains on the
grounds of Manassas National Battlefield Park. As you may be aware, the remains were ultimately found
to be those of Union soldiers and plans are underway for those to be the first interments in the soon-to-
be-opened “Millennium Expansion” at Arlington national Cemetery. An executive summary of my
representation of the Order during the process is found in the Appendix.

The Brothers of the Department of Georgia and South Carolina look forward to continuing our efforts
in the future.

6.8 Department of Illinois, Harry W. Reineke IV, DC

It is a great time to be a member of the Department of Illinois. Our Brothers are active and
engaged in their mission. We are working hard to meet our goals and obligations to keep green the
memory of the men who fought to Preserve the Union. The Camps in the Northern area of our
Department meet for an annual 5-Camp banquet each January, and several of our Camps are continually
undertaking projects to clean, replace, restore, reset, or simply obtain and set markers for Civil War
veterans in lllinois.
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Our Camp in Peoria is working with other organizations on a project to restore and return the

State’s oldest monument, nicknamed “The Shaft.” A motion for the Department to provide some funding
passed at our Annual Encampment in May. In Aurora, the “Recording Angel” statue, nicknamed “Gabriel”
has been restored and returned to the G.A.R. Hall thanks to funds provided by the Camp there, as well as
the National Organization. We are fortunate to have 3 G.A.R./Memorial Halls remaining in lllinois, all of
which are in active or occasional use by the Sons: Aurora, Peoria, and Rockford. Our newest Camp, Old
Glory #6165, has hit the ground running on a local cemetery, relying on the help and expertise of some of
the cemetery experts in a neighboring Camp.

Our Camps have all submitted their schedules for visitations by myself and my officers and staff,
and those visits will begin in September and continue until the snow flies, restarting after Old Man Winter
departs. Communication in our Department is continually improving and we have issued 4 issues of the
Department Newsletter, The Railsplitter, in the last year — a significant change from the year prior. Our
Department Secretary and Camp secretaries have agreed on a method for distribution of The Railsplitter
electronically, with printed copies available by request and automatically provided to Real Sons.

No report from lllinois would be complete without an update on the Stephenson Memorial Plaza in
Petersburg. We were fortunate to have CinC Day dedicate the two new lighted flagpoles at the annual
Memorial Service which takes place following the Lincoln Tomb Observance. More money is still needed
to continue and finish this great work, honoring the man who | have said “without whom none of us would
be here as we are today”. The entire Allied Orders owes its existence to the vision of Dr. Stephenson.
Donations are still welcome, and no amount is too small.

And lastly, Department growth is always a concern. We added one Camp in the last 12 months,
and a charter application will soon be filed for another one in the Elgin area. Our Department Organizers
are still attempting to gauge interest in a Camp among USCT Descendants on the South Side of Chicago.
We also added a new Auxiliary and are working with our Auxiliaries to form more so they can have a
Department of their own. Our membership is slowly increasing overall, and we did realize a net gain this
last year.

The coming year will bring some challenges, I'm sure but we are well positioned to handle nearly
anything that comes our way. Once again, it is a great time to be a part of the Department of lllinois. Our
strength, dedication, and determination are, in my opinion, unmatched in the Order.

Robert Mitchell Camp #206, Marion, lowa, participated in the annual May 30" observance of
Memorial Day, at the Upper Bay Church near Manchester, lowa.

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Camp Activities

simultaneously hold grave dedications services, one in Traverse City and the other in Hopkins Township.
The camps placed headstones on the unmarked graves of over 10 soldiers in Traverse City and over 10
replacement or new grave markers in Hopkins Township. On June 23, Gov Crapo Camp 145, in
conjunction with The National Society Daughter of the Union, 1861-1865, honored Lt Edwin Carrington of
the 45" US Color Troops in Bay City. All three of these events were supported by Co. A. 14" MI Vol. INF,
SVR (Irish Rifle).

In June, the 3" Military District asked for assistance in Toledo, OH with the funeral of Brother Richard
Fork, Department of Colorado. In response, brothers from Austin Blair Camp 7, Curtentius Guard Camp
17, and Gov. Crapo Camp 145, (Co. A, 14™ MI, Vol. Inf. SVR (Irish Rifle)) responded with 8 members on
July 2 to honor our brother.

Our Camps are steadily at work resetting gravestones and searching out unmarked graves to honor those
soldiers.

The Camps are currently in the process of updating their by-laws to come into compliance with the
directives from the National to help with attaining 501c3 status.

Department Activities related to the National Organization

All reports have been submitted to the National Secretary as required.

We have submitted 3 Resolutions passed at our Department Encampment to be considered at the
National Encampment.

All 990N’s have been properly filed.

The Department By-Laws have been updated with the required updates. They have been submitted to
and approved by the C-in-C.

Installations
As a result of our elections and the installation of Department Officers at the Annual Michigan Department
Encampment, new officers were installed in Curtenius Guard Camp 17.

6.16 Department of Missouri, Dale Crandell, DC

The Department of Missouri, covering Arkansas and Missouri, had a successful and productive year
under Commander Randal Burd’s leadership. Total membership reported on our Form 35 is 192 with
three new brothers joining since the report. This is a net decrease of 28 members, including the final
muster and mourning of Brothers Robert Edward Lee, John Tillotson, and James Chilcutt.

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In compliance with General Order #18, and previous General Orders #11 (2017) and #22 (2014), the
Department and five Camps have updated their Bylaws to include the requested IRS 501(c)(3) language
and youth protection policy.

The Department has recorded all 543 known Civil War monuments and markers in Missouri. A challenge
was issued in 2003 to record them all by 2020, which was accomplished two years early. A well-earned
huzzah to Brother Walter Busch on leading this accomplishment.

Fifty ROTC awards were presented at 14 ROTC colleges and 36 JROTC high schools. Our award list
grows each year, primarily due to no cost for medals from the National Order, but also from the creation
of the Assistant National Quartermaster/ROTC Coordinator position and his close communication to the
Departments and Camps. This Department is thankful for Brother George Shadman and his efforts.

The Department continues its many programs, issuing four editions of the Missouri Unionist —a quality
publication, expanding its website (www.suvcwmo.org) with historical archives, registering graves,
monuments, and last soldiers, and participating or leading living histories, grave dedications, and
Memorial Day services too many to list here.

We continue to work with the U.S. National Park Service to research cost and funding to restore the many
Missouri Regimental markers at Vicksburg National Military Park. This is follow-up to the restoration and
re-dedication of the Missouri Monument in 2017, which is one of only two joint Union-Confederate
markers at Vicksburg.

The bicentennial of Missouri statehood is in 2021 and the Department sees this as a fitting time for the
National Encampment to return to St. Louis. Symbolic of Missouri history, where our 1818 petition was
marred in the politics of the day with statehood deferred until the Missouri-Maine Compromise, so are the
Department’s efforts to host the National Encampment, an effort initiated in 2018. We hope our national
leadership selects St. Louis, Missouri for the 2021 National Encampment.

Among our new initiates, the Department is developing its American History Essay competition working
through the National History Day in Missouri, expanding participation for the Outstanding JROTC Cadet
Competition, preserving the story and commemorating the gravesite of the 37 Civil War Medal of Honor
recipients buried in Missouri and Arkansas, and placing historical markers to commemorate the two GAR
National Encampments held in Missouri. Concerning the GAR historical markers, the Department thanks
the SUVCW Civil War Memorial Grant Fund Committee and SUVCW Charitable Foundation for their
financial support.

6.17 Department of Nebraska, Mark E. Nichols, DC

Since our Department Encampment in April, we have been actively engaged in a variety of
activities across the state.

Membership: The Department of North Carolina membership stands at 103 Brothers in good standing
as of July 15, 2018 as compared to 97 in July 2017. The Department membership includes 10 Life
Members, and 4 Junior Members. The Department this year added 9 new Brothers under the age of 40.
There are currently 6 Camps in good standing in our Department, including a Member at Large Camp. A
new Camp, MG George Stoneman Camp #6, based in Lexington, NC, was added during this past year.

JROTC & Eagle Scout Certificate Awards: The Department supports these awards and encourages all
Camps to participate in these programs. In total, the Camps and the Department awarded 39 JROTC
medals & certificates, and 8 Eagle Scout Certificates this year.

6.22 Department of Ohio, Kerry Langdon, DC
Brothers across our great land, | bring greetings from the State of Ohio. It is my pleasure to report to you
on just some of the highlights of the work of our Department and Camps in Ohio. Unfortunately, | cannot

list all we are doing — it would be a book unto itself.

The Department of Ohio held its annual encampment on Saturday, June 9, 2018 at the Clintonville
Woman'’s Club in Columbus Ohio, Franklin County. The Department of Ohio Auxiliary held their

encampment at the same place and time. There were 57 delegates in attendance representing 14
Camps. We were honored to have as a special guest, Commander in Chief Mark Day who also served as
the installing Officer for the newly elected Department Officers. The National President of the ASUVCW
was in attendance at the ASUVCW Encampment as was Barbara Day, wife of the CinC. The 2018-2019
elected officers of the department are: Commander Kerry Langdon; Senior Vice Commander Shane
Milburn; Junior Vice Commander Michael Spaulding; Secretary-Treasurer Jonathan Davis, PDC; Council
Members: James Crane, PDC; Peter Hritsko, PDC; and Shawn A. Cox, PDC.

The Department of Ohio has, per the 2018 Annual Report, 473 members which includes 3 Junior
Members and 13 Life members in 18 Camps. One of my first initiatives was to get 2 Camps reinstated
who had been suspended. That has been accomplished.

Ohio Camps are very actively involved in Memorial Day services, parades, and events each year. Most
Camps participate in at least one service and/or parade and some participate in several events. | won’t
point out any one camp in this report since so many are active, not only taking part in honoring those who
have fallen but also in spreading the word of General Logan’s Order #11 and the beginnings of
Decoration Day. At least two camps also have Auxiliary members take part in the services and invite the
crowds to participate in spreading flower pedals on graves with them. It is very well received.

The Battle of Buffington Island annual Commemorative Service was held on Saturday July 21, 2018. This
event is sponsored by the Department of Ohio and the Ohio History Connection (Ohio Historical Society).
The Battle of Buffington Island took place on July 19, 1863. It was the major engagement during General
John Hunt Morgan’s Great Raid into Kentucky, Indiana, and Ohio and was the only significant Civil War
battle to be fought in Ohio. Morgan was finally captured in Columbiana County on July 26. The battle is
also noteworthy because it included two future presidents of the United States, all with Ohio connections:
Rutherford B. Hayes and William McKinley. | have had the honor to speak at the ceremony the last two
years. Wreaths are laid by the Department, Camps, Auxiliaries, and other organizations. The ceremony
concludes with taps and a gun salute. The Department Buffington Island Representative, James Oiler is
also Camp Commander of the Cadot-Blessing Camp and does a great job each year coordinating
participants from 3 camps (Cadot-Blessing #126, Gen. Benjamin Fearing #2, and Brooks Grant #7), the
Department of Ohio SUVCW & ASUVCW, Buffington Island Preservation Foundation, Ohio History
Connection, Portland Community Center, local officials, and the local press.

Our Graves Registration program continues strong. The Graves Registration Officer, Kent Dorr registered
an additional 1685 new Ohio graves in 2017, bringing Ohio’s total to 74,058. The current backlog of Ohio
graves waiting to be entered into the National database is 9000. The Graves Registration is in the
process of contacting the GRO in each Camp to push for increased registrations. | plan to add this as an
emphasis this year to help spur activity.

Our Graves Registration Officer, Kent Dorr and our GAR Records Officer, Dr. Richard Davis, have formed
a work committee to build GAR Post rosters. They have put together initial rosters for the 11 GAR Posts
of Richland County totaling 693 members. and have assembled "virtual" cemeteries in Find A Grave for
each Post. They are now working on the counties of Huron, Crawford, Knox, Ashland and Morrow.

The Last Veteran Program continues to move along. 12 Camps have held ceremonies in 29 Counties. |
attended the program in Hardin County held for Pvt. John Smick in 2017. The General William H. Lytle
Camp #10 in Cincinnati, OH holds the record so far having done 6 counties. The Henry Casey Camp out
of Washington Court House is working on completing the Last Veteran for Clark County. The Ohio
Department has identified the Last Soldier for ALL 88 Counties in the State

The Eagle Scout program continues strong in Ohio led by our Eagle Scout Coordinator Bradley Tilton,
PDC. 33 young men received certificates from all over Ohio in 2017.

Another successful program for Ohio is the ROTC/JROTC award program. Young men from schools

across the state receive an award at their graduation banquet. The Department total of ROTC awards
was 31 for the year.
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The Department GAR Highway Officer, Peter Hritsko, PDC, who is also the National GAR Highway
Officer is working on incorporating a QR reader into the GAR sign that will direct people to our
Department and National websites for more information. He continues to pursue placement of additional
GAR signs in cities across the state. His local camp, James A. Garfield #142 has made a GAR sign for
educational purposes that is posted for display at meetings and events.

The General Benjamin D. Fearing Camp #2 refurbished the fencing surrounding the local Civil War
Memorial in Muskingum Park in Marietta, Ohio. They were successful in “teaching civil war history” in
schools this past year and participated in a “Civil War Field Day” for the education of 8" grade students
from schools across Washington County.

Members of the Henry Casey Camp #92 attended the Ohio State House meeting for House Bill 48,
Legislation for protection for sales of war memorials. Camp members participated in the 61 Annual
Remembrance Day ceremonies in Gettysburg, Living History events, Memaorial Day ceremonies and
parades and will participate in Wreaths Across America in December 2018.

The General William McLaughlin Camp #12 won the award for best decorated booth at the 2" annual
Pastoral in the Park at the Lexington Bicentennial Park in Lexington, Ohio. They took part in Bean
Dinners, grave re-dedications, Lincoln Day dinners, placed flags on graves of over 6000 veterans for
Memorial Day and had a booth at the 2018 Ohio Civil War Show in Richland County.

The John S. Townsend Camp #108 in Frost Oh meets in the Frost GAR Hall and is raising funds to repair
and maintain the old historic building. The Department annually contributes to the upkeep of this building,
one of the few remaining GAR Halls in Ohio.

The General William H. Lytle Camp #10 in Cincinnati, OH participated in many events throughout the
year and it shows since the Camp added 13 new members. One of their highlights was holding their 2017
Officer Installation on Nov. 11", Veterans Day at the historic and newly renovated Cincinnati Memorial
Hall. Following the Installation, members manned a Veterans Display and gave a talk to the public on the
history of the GAR. Their annual Memorial Day Service in conjunction with the 6 OVI at historic Spring
Grove Cemetery continues to grow each year with hundreds in attendance.

The Sgt. Richard Enderlin Camp #73 participated in the dedication of the Sergeant Richard Enderlin
Ceremony Room at the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration service in Columbus, Ohio. They were involved
in dedications and events throughout the year. They are currently working on a major project to restore
the BG Sill monument in Chillicothe, Ohio. This project will run about $34,000 and is hoped to be
completed in 2019. Both the Department of Ohio and the National SUVCW have contributed to the
restoration of the General Sill monument. According to Ohio Law, the Ross County Commissioners
contributed from the County General Fund. Contributions have been received from Brothers, family
members, and local charitable foundations.

The William T. Sherman Camp #93 in Dayton continues keeping the memory of the Boys in Blue in the
public eye. Among “living history” displays and presentations, they contributed large Civil War information
displays to the Patriot Freedom Festival, the Miamisburg Bicentennial Celebration, and the Americana
Festival in Centerville. They are caregivers for more than 300 veterans’ graves at Dayton’s abandoned
5.5 acre Old Greencastle Cemetery, completing grounds maintenance days there March-October each
year. Major public speeches in 2018 include a PowerPoint presentation to the Lincoln Society of Dayton
concerning “Why Union Soldiers Loved Their Flag.”

The Department of Ohio will be hosting the 138th National Encampment in Independence Ohio (outside
of Cleveland) from August 8-11, 2019. PCinC Ken Freshly is the Host Committee Chair. It has been 20
years since Ohio has hosted a National Encampment and we look forward to hosting our Brothers across
the Nation in 2019

| have tried to highlight some of the events and activities of our Ohio Camps. | am honored to be elected

to serve as their Department Commander for 2018-2019. | have several initiatives for this coming year
planned:
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e The new Ohio Signals Officer, Brian Brown is working on a new Department of Ohio website that
will be rolled out in the next few months. We are also ramping up our Social Media presence to
focus on promotion and marketing our Order.

e Growth — the emphasis will be on increasing membership of existing camps as well as creating
new camps in areas of the state where none exist.

6.25 Department of Rhode Island, James P. McGuire, DC

The Department of Rhode Island has enjoyed a successful and meaningful year since the last
National Encampment. This year has seen a remarkable collaboration between the Camps as they
banded together commemorate two extraordinary milestones: the 150" anniversary of the organization of
the Department of Rhode Island, Grand Army of the Republic, and the 150" anniversary of the Memorial
Day observance as proscribed by Logan’s General Order no. 11.

With the establishment of a committee on the 150", the Department began work in earnest in the
fall of 2017. With education and commemoration being two of our primary charges, we approached these
anniversaries with these charges as a roadmap. Several traveling library displays about the RIGAR were
created and deployed in March and April, and have since been rotating through various free libraries
across the state. The displays have artifacts, fact sheets, photographs and other items of interest and
educational purpose about the RIGAR and the role it played thin Rhode Island’s history. Additional
information about the war itself and the role of the SUVCW in carrying on the legacy of the GAR are also
included, as is at least one item of local importance to the community in which the library is centered. The
reception of this display has been very warm. Speaking presentations at the libraries that requested one
have been well-attended and well-received. There are libraries awaiting displays and presentations lined
up for the remainder of the 150" anniversary year.

On March 24™, the actual 150" Anniversary of the organization of the Department in 1868,
Commander James P. McGuire held a small ceremony at the G.A.R. obelisk in EIm Grove Cemetery to
commemorate the RIGAR. This was a fitting location because the unique obelisk is rare in that it is made
of stacked blocks, with each black containing the name of one of the 23 Posts of the RIGAR. We do not
know of another monument, raised by the GAR, that lists the names of all of the Posts in a Department.
The obelisk was erected in honor of George Tillinghast Cranston, PDC, who was Department
Commander in 1893. Throughout the year, Commander McGuire has held several modest observations
at the final resting places of RIGAR Past Department Commanders.

The commemoration of the RIGAR 150™ will continue into the fall with graveside services for
each of the final members of the RIGAR in each county of the state.
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With the 150" of the establishment of Memorial Day square in the committee’s sights, it was
determined that a parade should be identified and all effort made to obtain maximum Department turnout,
as one, to participate on this once-in-a-lifetime occasion. With the selection of the Westerly Memorial Day
Parade, the committee ensured that this would be a meaningful and highly visible endeavor. Members of
each of the Camps joined together for the parade, which also crosses briefly over into Pawcatuck, CT.
and marched in honor of our ancestors. The appreciative crowd was intrigued by our presence, delighted
by a firing detail provided by the 2™ RI Infantry, and many were curious enough to ask about the SUVCW
and who we are. Department Commander McGuire was invited to read General Logan’s Order at the
closing ceremonies, a tradition that the Westerly Parade Committee had slacked on in recent years, but
will hopefully continue after the SUVCW'’s presentation of the history and reading of the document.

The Department was also invited to carry the colors and throw out the game ball at the signature
patriotic Memorial Day Weekend double-header at McCoy Stadium, home of the Pawtucket Red Sox, the
AAA affiliate of the Boston Red Sox. PDC Benjamin Frail was invited to discuss Memorial Day and the
RIGAR during the game broadcast. Commander McGuire also made a radio appearance prior to
Memorial Day to discuss the history and importance of the day and to talk up the myriad events that the
various Camps had planned over the weekend and also on May 30, when the Department held a solemn
ceremony at the Providence Soldiers and Sailors monument in honor over the over 1700 Rhode Island
soldiers who perished in the conflict.

In April, we held our annual Department Awards Dinner, which was once again a jewel in the
crown of a great Department Encampment weekend. We awarded our Stephen H. Kettle Citizen of the
Year Award to two very deserving individuals and enjoyed a wonderful evening of Fraternity and received
a great message from the Commander-in-Chief. The next day, we held our 134" Department
Encampment at Providence’s Benefit Street Arsenal, the historic home of the RIGAR. It was a pleasure to
welcome Commander-in-Chief Day and SVCinC Shaw to our Encampment, where we held a very
successful business meeting, elected Commander McGuire to a third term as Department Commander,
and then enjoyed a social lunch and a trip to the Newport Artillery Company museum down on Aquidneck
Island.

The Camps of the Department have been active and growing. Each Camp is so very unique in its
overall “personality” but it is wonderful to see them work together on events around Memorial Day and
throughout the year. From erecting headstones to Union Veterans, to cemetery clean-ups and grave
restoration and preservation, to social events that build up the bonds of Fraternity, the Camps of Rhode
Island are doing it all.

The Department continues to partner with the Downtown Providence Parks Conservancy on the
project to restore the very special Providence Soldiers and Monument. Commander McGuire has
represented the RISUVCW and its strong desire to see this monument restored and protected at several
speaking engagements and he also produced a short informational film on the project that features a
statement of support from documentary filmmaker Ken Burns. The RISUVCW will play a primary role in
the rededication program upon completion of the project.

The Department has entered into agreement with the Varnum Armory Museum for the safe and
secure storage of our Department Archives, which have been scattered in different locations for many
years and have been very difficult to access. Br. Bruce Frail, PDC was instrumental in articulating the
agreement with the Museum, which houses a truly spectacular collection of Rhode Island military
paraphernalia, artifacts, and true treasures of Rhode Island’s military history. The Armory meets all of the
specifications required for our archives to be relocated to a new site. This has been a very welcome
development and will benefit the Department, the Order, and researchers alike.

In closing, the Department of Rhode Island continues to do its part to fulfill its sacred trust to the
Boys in Blue. Little Rhody shows no sign of slowing down, as we showed a net gain in membership this
past year, and expect to grow more through our public outreach, events and service to the communities
we call home.

The following is the Commander's report of the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, Department of
Wisconsin, for the period of August 10, 2017 to July 20, 2018.

Department elections were held on June 2, and all Elected and Appointed Officers were installed by
SVCinC Donald Shaw. | was elected to the position of Commander, Department of Wisconsin.
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Department activities are as follows:

Completed design and received approval from National Council of Administration for sale of Last Soldier
markers. License renewal was completed in 2018 for the next two years.

| was appointed National Color Bearer for 2017-2018 by Commander in Chief Mark Day.

| presented the Dr. Mary Edwards Walker Medal to Sister Patricia Blackmer of the Daughters of Union Veterans
of the Civil War 1861-1865 on July 14 for her unwavering and exemplary efforts to remember “The Boys in Blue”
throughout Wisconsin.

Camp 15 Commander Robert Koenecke was appointed National Guide.
The Department funds are sound, with a financial audit completed in February.
Department membership remains fairly steady at 236 Brothers.

Graves Registration continues throughout Wisconsin and Minnesota with more than 600 new graves registered.
The last soldier graves in 71 of 72 Counties have been identified, with one County having no known last soldier
buried in it. Many "Last Soldiers" grave locations were updated as new information was found. 15 of the 72
counties have been marked, with 8 having had a “Last Soldier” ceremony performed at the grave. The goal is to
complete the project by the end of 2019.

The Department of Wisconsin Camps presented 17 JROTC/ROTC medals and certificates throughout
participating High Schools and Universities in Wisconsin and Minnesota.

All Camps had their Officers installed by then Past Department Commander Alan Petit or his designee.
Form 27 Camp annual reports, and the Form 35 Department annual report have been filed.

Camp activities are as follows:

C.K. Pier Badger Camp 1, Milwaukee:

Camp 1 Brothers marched in the South Milwaukee parade, attended a multi-era encampment in West Allis,
marched in the Milwaukee Veterans Day Parade, attended the Wreaths across America event at Wood National
Cemetery, hosted the Department Mid-Winter meeting, manned a booth at the Civil War Expo in Kenosha, hosted
a Memorial Day Mass and ceremony at Calvary Cemetery in Milwaukee, installed and hosted the dedication of a
Civil War commemorative plaque at Calvary Cemetery, attended the Department Encampment, marched in the
Union Grove July 4" parade, attended the Iron Brigade plaque dedication, Sauk County last soldier dedication,
Waukesha County last soldier dedication, and hosted a Civil War Demonstration Day in Oak Creek.

Hill Cemetery, notified the Department and subsequently National Officers, that the marker and cenotaph at
Forest Hill Cemetery documenting the Confederate Veterans buried there, had been removed by the City of
Madison. They attended the Mid-Winter meeting and Department Encampment, and participated in Madison’s
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Memorial Day ceremonies. Camp Commander Fred Campbell and Camp Secretary/Treasurer PCC Alan
Hemebel were elected to the Madison Veteran's Council serving presently as Secretary and Treasurer,
respectively.

Major General John Gibbon Camp 4, Waukesha:

A remembrance ceremony was
held after the Encampment to honor Native American Moses Ladd, Co. B, 21st Wisconsin Volunteer Infantry, who
served as a scout, and was hailed at a later Encampment by Gen. Sherman, who remarked, "Moses, you are one
of the best men | had".

Tomb ceremony in Springfield, IL, visited the grave of B.F. Stephenson, founder of the GAR, in Petersburg, IL,
attended the Memorial Day Mass and ceremony at Calvary Cemetery in Milwaukee, attended a Memorial Day
ceremony at Luther Parker Cemetery, hosted Last Soldier ceremonies for Lewis Rolfson, 15" W1 in Racine
County, and Isaiah Ryan in Walworth County, and hosted a remembrance ceremony for Col. Hans C. Heg in
Wind Lake. Brothers rededicated the Burlington Soldiers monument, attended the Civil War commemorative
plague dedication at Calvary Cemetery, performed a joint graveside dedication for Sgt. John V. Artlip in Roscoe,
IL with Department of lllinois’, John A. Logan Camp 26, nd installed a new headstone for Thomas N. Sedgwick,
36" lllinois Volunteer Infantry in Whitewater, W1 at the request of the Department of lowa. Camp 15 continues the
fight with the City of Muskego, W1 to reverse their policy of letting the Luther Parker Cemetery in Muskego revert
to a natural prairie. This Cemetery includes the graves of Union Veterans Lt. Homer Clark, and Pvt. Jonathan
Smiley, and newly discovered Union Veteran Hugh McConaghy. Received permission from the SUVCW Council
of Administration to allow Camp 15 Brothers to file suit against the City of Muskego to clean up the cemetery. Our
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attorney has agreed to represent us pro bono. A court date of August 30" has been set for Waukesha County
Court House. PCC Jeff Graf and SVC Dave Daley were presented National Meritorious Service awards at the
National Encampment in Lansing for their work on the Luther Parker Cemetery lawsuit. Camp 15, with a grant
from the SUVCW National organization, and donations from the Department of WI, and PDC Alan Petit, procured
and installed an Iron Brigade Highway plague along US Highway 12 outside of Sauk City.

A dedication ceremony was held on July 14th. Camp 15 has cleaned several hundred Union gravestones in
Racine, Kenosha, and Walworth Counties using D2 biological cleaner. Camp 15 issued a quarterly newsletter.

L.G. Armstrong Camp 49, Boscobel:

Camp 49 struggled with their IRS 501c4 compliance, and after numerous attempts to reconcile with the IRS,
enlisted the aid of Congressman Ron Kind, who is also a Camp 49 Brother. After conferring with National
Treasurer David McReynolds, and with Br. Kind’s assistance, Camp 49 has applied for new standing with the IRS,
and is expected to reach resolution at the end of July or early August. Brothers continue their efforts to complete
the restoration of Wisconsin’s only remaining GAR Hall. The John McDermott Hall now has modern facilities with
a basement, rest rooms, and is now ADA compliant for access. The Hall is the meeting place for the John
McDermott WRC members. Brothers attended the Reliving our Heritage event in Boscobel, gave weekly
Saturday tours of the GAR Hall during the summer months, attended Veteran's Day and Memorial Day
ceremonies, and held a cookout fundraiser on July 4th for the Hall.

The Hall is also open for tours on an as requested basis.

Col. William Colville Camp 56, Minneapolis/St. Paul, Minnesota:

Camp 56 has resolved their 501c4 issues with the IRS last year, and has been retroactively reinstated to their
date of revocation. Per National Treasurer David McReynolds, the Camp is back under the umbrella of the
National SUVCW. Brothers participated in a remembrance ceremony on Decoration Day (May 30) in St. Paul, and
the Litchfield, MN Memorial Day parade. Civil War education programs featuring Brother's ancestors who fought
in Minnesota Regiments, have been added to Camp meetings. Due to the large area Camp 56 has, they are
actively seeking enough Brothers to form another Camp, and in the future, restore Minnesota to its own
Department, as it was until the 1970's. Camp 56 will be bringing fraternal greetings to the Daughters of Union
Veterans of the Civil War 1861-1865 at their National Convention in Bloomington, MN on July 25-26.

Brothers have begun their second year of documenting the over 2,000 Union graves in the Lakewood Cemetery
in Minneapolis, MN, and meet there once a month during the summer months to continue their efforts.

The names are being added to the SUVCW Graves Registration database.

In conclusion, the Department of Wisconsin, and all the Camps therein, are doing excellent work throughout the
States of Wisconsin and Minnesota, and it is my honor to represent them.

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7.2 Parliamentarian, Kent M. Melcher; Proposed Standing Rules for Debate:

Standing Rules for Debate

1. Rules of order and parliamentary procedures.
The current Constitution and Regulations of the SUVCW, and the most recent edition (ed.
11, pub. 2011) of Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the authority for parliamentary
procedure in the conduct of all business of the Encampment.

2. These rules may be suspended or amended by a two-thirds majority vote of members present
and voting.

3. The agenda shall follow the form specified in the Rituals and Ceremonials, with agenda for
New Business published at the beginning of the Encampment. In the interest of
efficiency, the Chair may adjust New Business agenda items as necessary.

4. Those who wish to address the Encampment to present a motion, amend a motion, or debate
a motion shall move in an orderly manner to a microphone and wait to be called upon by
the Chair (Commander-in-Chief).

5. When addressing the Encampment, delegates shall identify themselves by name and office
(e.g., “Commander, Department of . . . ... ", “Vice-Commander, Camp #__, [location],
[state], etc.). This practice may be relaxed at the Chair’s discretion, such as when a
particular individual addresses the Encampment by virtue of national office or official role.

6. SUVCW Secretary: Proceedings of the session shall be recorded in a manner determined by
the secretary. The secretary shall review and consolidate records of the session to
ensure accuracy of the official record and recommend adoption of Encampment Minutes
by the Council of Administration. The secretary shall edit and publish the approved
minutes and reports, which when published, shall be the official report of the
Encampment.

7. ltems in Writing:
All main motions must be submitted in writing to the National Secretary on paper (or an
electronic format determined by the National Secretary). All motions to amend shall be
submitted in writing either before being moved from the floor or immediately after
being moved.

8. Privileged and Subsidiary motions (other than motions to amend) shall be recorded by the
National Secretary and need not be submitted in writing. (Privileged motions include
Adjournment, Recess, Question of Privilege, and Order of the Day. Subsidiary motions
include Lay on the Table, Previous Question, Limit or Extend the Limits of Debate,

Postpone to a Certain Time, and Refer.)
9. Limitation of Debate:
a. Debate shall be limited to four (4) speeches for and four (4) speeches against any
motion or amendment. This limitation shall include allowing any member to speak only
twice on a Main motion or Amendment, not to exceed three (3) minutes per speech.
b. When the Chair determines the agenda to be thirty minutes behind schedule, he may
at his discretion declare that debate on motions shall be limited to two (2) speeches for
and two (2) speeches against, with a limitation of two (2) minutes per speech.
c. At any time when this limitation is in effect, any member of the body may move to
suspend the limitation, or further restrict debate, for a particular item of business. (Not for the
duration of the Encampment.) Such a motion is not debatable and requires a two-thirds majority.

Robert's Rules of Order
Motions

A motion is a proposal that invites the entire membership to take action on an item of business.
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Individual members can:

1. Make a motion. (e.g., “| move that. . ... “

2. Second a motion. (e.g., “l second the motion . ...")

3. Debate motions. (e.g., “I move to amend the motion, by . . ... “
4. Vote on motions, as instructed by the Chair.

Basic Types of Motions

= Main Motions introduce items to the membership for consideration.
They cannot be made when any other motion is on the floor.
They always yield to Privileged, Subsidiary, and Incidental motions.
= Subsidiary Motions change or affect how a main motion is handled.
They are voted on before a Main motion because they seek to alter the Main.
Once seconded, debated, and approved, Subsidiary motions become the Main motion.
= Privileged Motions bring up urgent items about special or important matters unrelated to pending
business.
= |Incidental Motions provide a means of questioning procedures concerning motions, and so they
have priority.
How to Present Motions
1. The member must obtain the floor
a. Wait until the previous speaker has finished.
b. Rise and address the Chair (Commander-in-Chief) by saying, "Brother Commander-in-
Chief."
c. Wait until the Chair recognizes you.

2. Make Your Motion
a. Speak clearly and concisely.
b. Always state a motion affirmatively. (Say, "I move that we ..." rather than, "I move that
we do not ...".)
c. Avoid personalities and stay on your subject.

3. Stop speaking, and wait for someone to Second Your Motion. (Without a second the matter may
not be debated in any way by the maker or anyone else, including comments to clarify.)

4. If there is no Second the mation it is lost.
5. The Chair may ask if there is a Second. If the motion is Seconded,

a. The Chair will say, "it has been moved and seconded that we (repeats the motion)”, thus
placing the motion before the delegates for consideration and action.

b. The members then either debate the motion, or move directly to a vote.

c. Once the chair states the motion and presents it to the membership, it becomes
"assembly property"”, and cannot be altered by the maker (or anyone else) without the
consent of the members by a motion, debate, and vote.

6. Expanding on Your Motion

a. The member who presented the motion is always allowed to speak first.

b. The time for you to provide information to support your motion, or to clarify your position,
or to urge the members to support your motion (supplying your reasoning) is at this point,
rather than at the time you present it.

c. Keep to the time limit for speaking that has been established.

7. Debating the Motion

a. Those wishing to speak to the motion must also address the Chair, “Brother Commander-
in-Chief . . . “

b. When recognized, the speaker may speak either in favor or against.

c. All comments and debate must be directed to the Chair. No personal debate or dialogue
may be directed to the maker of the motion or other speakers. However, during the
debate, the Chair may request the maker of the motion to respond to a question, or to
clarify language, etc.
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d. All speakers must adhere to the time limit for speaking, as established by the
membership in the Standing Rules at the beginning of the Encampment.

e. After the maker of the motion has spoken, debate is limited to an equal number of
speeches in favor and against the motion, as established by the membership in the
Standing Rules at the beginning of the Encampment.

f. A member may, however, move to extend debate on this particular motion by saying, “I
move that the debate on this motion be extended to (eg. “five speeches each in favor or
against”, or for a specific time such as 30 minutes, or to a specific time on the clock, such
as “3:30 p.m.”) It is a Privileged motion. It is not debatable, and requires a two-thirds
majority for passage.

g. A member may move to amend the original motion or may offer a substitute for the Main
motion. “lI move to amend the motion by (adding words, striking words, substituting
words)”. Or, | move the following substitute for the motion. Both are Subsidiary motions,
may be debated, and require a majority vote for passage.

h. After all other speakers have finished, the member who presented the original motion
may speak again.

i. Atanytime during debate, a member may:

i. attempt to close the debate by saying, “I move the previous question.” The motion
is Privileged and may not be debated. It requires a two-thirds majority to pass and
close debate.

ii. refer the motion for study (and recommendation) by saying, “I move the motion be
referred to (e.g., “the Council of Administration for action”, or “a committee
designated by the Commander-in-Chief”).” The motion is a Subsidiary one. It
may be debated, and requires a majority vote.

iii. move to postpone action on the motion until a specific time, by saying, “I move the
motion be postponed until (e.g., “after our lunch break”, or “tomorrow”, or “until
3:30 this afternoon”).

The motion is a Subsidiary one.
It may be debated, and requires a majority vote.

iv. Move to postpone action on the motion indefinitely, by saying, “I move to lay the
motion on the table.”

It is a Subsidiary motion.
It may not be debated, and requires a majority vote.
The option is always present, however, to take a previously postponed item “from
the table", for reconsideration.
8. Putting the Question to the Membership

a. The Chair asks, "Are you ready to vote on the question?" (This allows time for any
member who wants more information to move to extend debate.)

b. If there is no motion to extend, a vote is taken by one of the methods below.

c. After the vote, the Chair announces either: “The aye’s have it, and the motion is
adopted”, or “The no’s have it and the motion is not adopted.”

Voting on a Motion:
The method of vote on any motion depends on the Constitution and Regulations of the SUVCW,
and upon the situation at the time of the vote.
There are five methods commonly used by most organizations. They are:
1. By Voice: the Chair asks those in favor to say, "aye", those opposed to say "no". The Chair

makes a judgment on whether the motion passes or fails. However, any member may present a
motion to require an exact count.

2. By Roll Call: each member answers "yes" or "no" as his name is called. This method is used
when a record of each person's vote is required.

3. By General Consent: when a motion is not likely to be opposed, the Chair says, "if there is no
objection . . . ." The membership shows agreement by their silence. However, if even one
member says, "l object," it must be put to a vote.
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By Division: a member may present a motion to “divide the question”, for the purpose of splitting

a motion into separate motions which are debated and voted on separately. It is a Subsidiary
motion, which requires a second. It may be debated and requires a majority vote. It does not
require a count unless the Chair desires, or a member moves for a count. Members raise their
hands or stand, at the instruction of the Chair.

Battlefield Park:

SUBJECT: Executive Summary, “Disposition of 2015 discovery of human remains - Manassas
National Battlefield Park

DATE: June 29, 2018

Background:

After initial discovery in 2015, National Park Service (NPS) experts worked world renowned
forensic anthropologists at the Smithsonian’s National Museum of Natural History, to excavate the
(undisclosed) site and recover the bodies and limbs. Together, the NPS and the Smithsonian Institution
recovered two complete sets of remains, 11 partial limbs and several artifacts from the site.

Using archeological evidence, historical archives and forensic science, researchers learned an
incredible amount from the discovery. The shallow, hastily dug pit and the recovery of 11 amputated limbs
confirm that this was the site of a field hospital. Further evidence showed the field hospital was used
during and in the days following the Second Battle of Manassas, also known as the Second Battle of Bull
Run.

The complete sets of remains are from two Caucasian males, 25-34 years old, who died of
injuries received at the Second Battle of Manassas. One of the soldiers was found with an Enfield bullet
still lodged in his upper thigh bone (femur). The other soldier was found with three fired lead buckshot. It
is likely that a field surgeon determined that both soldiers had injuries too severe to be operated on
successfully.

Several clues revealed these soldiers were from the Union Army. First, Enfield bullets were used
almost exclusively by the Confederate Army at the Battle of Second Manassas. Second, buttons from a
Union jacket were found with the man who died from buckshot wounds. In addition, researchers
determined that the soldiers were from Northeastern states based on isotope analyses that showed the
men consumed food and water from this region while their bones were forming.

Current science in the field of remains identification prevent at this time the establishment of a
positive identity, and as such, the two complete sets of human remains are classified as “Unknown”
soldiers. By federal statute this classification declares the Secretary of the Department of the Army as
“next-of-kin.”

Actions taken:

Under the aegis of the NPS, a Section 106 Consultation was convened to establish a
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) to address the re-interment of soldier remains. In addition to the
Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War, numerous other parties were represented, including, but not
limited to, the National Museum of Civil War Medicine, Archaeological Society of Virginia, National
Museum of Health and Medicine, National Museum of Natural History and the Manassas Battlefield Trust.
Beginning in March, 2018 and over the course of the next three months | attended a series of meetings
held in Manassas and Washington, DC to review and contribute to the MOA and final disposition.
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The NPS and Arlington National Cemetery rendered honors as the remains of these two unknown
Union soldiers were transferred to the U.S. Army in a Dignified Transfer of Remains at Manassas National
Battlefield Park on Tuesday, June 19. The NPS Honor Guard provided a color guard as the dignified
transfer was conducted by the 3rd U.S. Infantry Regiment, “The Old Guard.” Dignified transfers are
conducted for every U.S. military member who dies in a theater of operation while in the service of their
country.

On June 22, 2018 | executed concurrence with the final plan of disposition that will result in the
re-interment of the soldier remains at Arlington National Cemetery. The ceremony is currently scheduled
to occur before fall of this year and become the first interments in the new “Millennium Expansion” section
of the historic cemetery. While planning for the ceremony is ongoing, it is anticipated to be similar in
nature to that afforded the sailor remains from the USS Monitor. Further details on the ceremony shall be
provided to the Commander-in-Chief and the Council of Administration once the date is finalized.
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
