3. Copies of the financial and membership report was distributed and 
discussed by National Secretary-Treasurer Shriver.

4. The procedure for paying interest on life membership was dis­
cussed, on a motion by Council Member Howland, seconded by Sr. 
Vice Commander-in-Chief Yocum, the amount of $5 will be paid 

each life membership. Said amount to be mailed byper year on
the National Treasurer each year on January 1. For life member­
ships less than one year, a payment of $1.25 per full quarter shall 
be paid. Motion carried.
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5. The annual report of the Editor of the BANNER was given by Past 
Commander-in-Chief Albert C. Lambert. Copies of each quarterly 
issue were made a part of the report.

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REPORT OF COMMANDER-IN-CHIEF

To the Officers and Members of the 91st 
Annual National Encampment, Sons of Union 
Veterans of the Civil War.
Officers and Brothers;

In August, 1971, at Boston, Massachusetts, you honored me far be­
yond my fondest hopes by electing me to the office of Commander-in- 
Chief. the highest honor within your power to give, and I vowed at that 
time to fulfill the duties of that office to the best of my ability. I sin­
cerely hope that I have justified your confidence in me, and that I have 
lived up to your expectations. If not, I can only say “I did my best.” 
Following is a report of my activities as your Commander-in-Chief:

My first official dinner was in Boston, Massachusetts after the close 
of our National Encampment. It was given to me by John Ganley, of 
New York. Although the attendance was small, the honor was great, 
and will always be remembered. John is the husband of Frances Gan­
ley, Past Department President of the New York Department.

During the month of September. I started answering a great many 
letters asking for information about Scholarships, and after replying to 
them, forwarded these letters to Junior Vice Commander-in-Chief Chester 
Adshead, as they were from descendents of Union Veterans, and prospec­
tive members of one of our Allied Organizations. I also attended two 
testimonial dinners during the month of September, one for the Ladies 
of the G. A. R. at Carnegie, Pennsylvania, and one for the Department 
Commander and President of the New York Department, Sons and 
Auxiliary, at Watkins Glen, New York.

have noticed several things that should he cor-During my travels 
reeled, if our organization is to operate properly.

First is a lack of communication, not only between Camps in some 
Departments, but also between Departments. Remember, a chain is no 
stronger than its weakest link, and we cannot be successful unless we 
all work together.

Second is a lack of knowledge about the workings of our organiza­
tion, and the contents of our Constitution and Regulations, and of our 
Ritual. At the time of his initiation, each new member should be given 
a copy of our Constitution and Regulations, and By-laws of his Camp 
or Department, and upon becoming an Officer of his Camp should make 
himself familiar with the Ritual of our order. Only in this way can we 
be sure we are doing the right thing at the right time. Too many 
people are making up their own Rules and Regulations, and this should 
not be permitted. If in doubt. “Go By The Book”.

I would like to thank the National Presidents of our Allied Orders 
for their wholehearted cooperation during the past year, and wish for 
them a very successful and constructive convention. It’s been nice 
knowing you, and I hope this is the beginning of a long friendship. To 
my National Officers and Staff, my sincere thanks for helping to make 
our Administration a success. I have neither the time nor space to 
thank each one of you properly, but there is one man who deserves 
Special Mention. He is responsible for the smooth running of our entire 
organization, and deserves more credit than he will ever get. I refer 
to our National Secretary-Treasurer, Chet Shriver. Many thanks. Chet. 
In closing. I would just like to say that anything I have said or done 
during my administration has been without malice, and for the good 
of the organization, to the best of my knowledge and belief.
I WOULD LIKE TO MAKE THE FOLLOWING RECOMMENDATIONS:
1. That we continue the scholarship to a student at a college selected 
by the Commander-in-Chief.
2. That we continue to support the ceremonies at the Lincoln Memorial 
in Washington. D. C., the Lincoln Tomb at Springfield, Illinois, the 
Cathedral of the Pines at Rindge, New Hampshire, and Dedication Day 
at Gettysburg, Pa.
3. That we endorse, without financial support, the services at Grant’s 
Tomb, in New York City, and Grant's Cottage, at Mount McGregor.
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4. That we seriously consider the acceptance of ADS for the Banner, in 
order to make it self-supporting, instead of being a drain on our Treasury.
5. I recommend the following changes in REGULATIONS:

(a) Chapter II, Article IV, Section 2, Paragraph 2, be CHANGED to 
read: “Provided, that no member shall be eligible to election 
to the office of Department Commander who is not a PAST 
CAMP COMMANDER”.

ib) Chapter III, Article IV. Section 2, the following be ADDED: 
“Provided, that no member shall be eligible to election to the 
office of Commander-in-Chief who is not a PAST DEPARTMENT 
COMMANDER”.

Greetings:
1. It is with deep humility and pride that I submit to you, at this 

Annual National Encampment, this formal report of the activity, prob­
lems and progress that has been credited to your administration under 
your leadership, Commander-in-Chief Furman, your staff of officers and 
all brothers of our Organization.

2. The books, records, and financial standing of our Order, has been 
audited by Clay W. Garrett. Certified Public Accountant, Hanover, 
Pennsylvania for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1972. A copy of the 
summarization from the CPA Report will be distributed to each Brother 
attending this Encampment as well as a copy of the membership stand­
ing ending June 30, 1972. The CPA Audit was examined by the Coun­
cil of Administration and will be forwarded to the Congress of the 
United States to conform to our Act of Congressional Charter.

3. Our analysis of the membership standing shows our overall in­
crease of eleven members over the standing of one year ago. This has 
been the first time in many years that our Order has gained over the 
deaths and those brothers dropped. Seven Departments reported gains 
during the past year which reflects in additional per capita received. If 
the Departments would report the true membership, I am sure the num­
bers would be higher and additional per-capita reported.

4. Our main source of reserve continues in the Permanent Fund which 
consist of income from Life Memberships and Honor Roll contributions 
with a total of $S15 received during the past fiscal year. By action 
taken at last years Encampment, the dividends from the Wellington 
Fund are deposited in the General Fund for use in general expenditures. 
Total dividends of $939.40 was earned for the year ending June 30, 1972.

S. The General Fund of our Order reflects how well managed our 

Organization can operate as a business. Income the past year from Per- 
capita totaled $3750. Other income totaled $4647 which means it takes 
more than our small per-capita to operate a National Organization. 
Replacement of supplies has increased tremendously, as has printing 
and postage. Drastic changes must be effected at this Encampment by 
the reduction of certain expenses if we continue our present standards.

Several are currently being organized 
this minute, but here again it takes a few dedicated members to give 
of themselves of time, effort and money to promote our Order.

9. Reports and communications arrive daily at your National Head­
quarters.

My Dear Commander-in-Chief:

In reporting as your National Counselor for the past year, I wish to 
express appreciation for the appointment, which I was pleased and 
honored to accept.

It is a tribute to our Membership that they seem well versed in our 
procedures and require little guidance.

One outstanding exception occurred in the Department of Oregon and 
Washington, which required considerable correspondence involving the 
Commander-in-Chief as well as the National Secretary-Treasurer. In 
essence it seemed to be a clash of different personalities. The problem 
seems to have corrected itself with the election of new Department 
Officers at their 1972 Department Encampment.

I am concerned about the condition of our General Fund, in view of 
constant increasing costs and constant decreasing revenue due to loss 
of membership. It has been most difficult to balance our budget for 
the past few years, and there is never a suitable reserve to meet unex­
pected emergencies. I feel that we must soon think in terms of an in­
crease in Per Capita Tax to adequately function as a National Organiza­
tion.

Mv appreciation is extended for courtesies received during the past
year.

REPORT OF THE NATIONAL CHIEF OF STAFF
(An oral report was submitted by Bro. C. Leroy Stoudt that nothing 

was referred to him for special attention. His duties in assisting with 
the Auxiliary Chief of Staff in the opening services of the Encampment 
as well as presiding as Toastmaster at the Joint Sons and Auxiliary 
Banquet, have been outstanding for many years.)

REPORT OF THE PATRIOTIC INSTRUCTOR
Commander-in-Chief Furman, Delegates and Brothers:

With some trepidation, I am sure, Commander Furman appointed me 
Patriotic Instructor, an honor I accepted in the hopes I could be of 
service to our Order.

With considerable correspondence to Departments, I attempted my 
main duty as gleaned from previous reports, that of raising money. As 
it turned out I failed to inspire the spirit of giving in a proper manner. 
As the record will show, five Departments failed to respond with dona­
tions. Only one Allied Organization contributed.

It has been a real pleasure to receive encouragement from many 
Brothers, especially Brother Robert J. Wolz, National Commander Fur­
man and Brother Chester S. Shriver.
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I shall not bore you with reading the list of donors as many con­
tributions of one dollar were received. As previously noted five Depart­
ments did not respond to pleas for donations. Other Departments did 
however participate, with California-Pacific and New York leading the 
field. Followed closely by New Jersey and Pennsylvania.

Suffice to say that only the amount of $473.70 was received and re­
corded. A full financial statement will accompany this report to our 
Secretary-Treasurer.

It is possible that some individual credit may not have been properly 
recorded since part of the money was sent to Secy.-Treas. Shriver and 
part to me. This practice, I would recommend be changed so that all 
contributions go direct to our National Secretary-Treasurer. This prac­
tice if adopted will save considerable correspondence and book work.

Now I am not suggesting that we eliminate the office of Patriotic 
Instructor, rather leave to him the promotion of large money raising 
projects in Departments and the promotion of Patriotic activities in­
volving all members and the Youth of our Nation.

My own Camp, Issac Crisp Camp No. 28, encouraged me to propose 
a money raising project that would consist of a “National Shoot”, to 
be held in Reno, Nevada. The idea was for competition by members 
of our Order, in pistols and rifles that were used during the Civil War. 
By using the fine facilities in Reno and giving of substantial prizes to 
the winners we were assured of cooperation in this community to the 
extent that gate receipts would be substantial. Even though this pro­
posal was circulated to all Departments, only one reply was received. 
Naturally the project was dropped.

Some of our Departments are observing certain Patriotic activities. 
I believe the Department of Oregon and Washington has done much in 
this sphere of activities and they should be complimented. They are 
doing a great deal for their youth.

The California-Pacific Department promotes an essay contest in 
Junior and Senior high schools which is promising. The subject of the 
essays is on some phase of the Civil War. Winners receive Govern­
ment Bonds. Even though this is done in my own Department, I wish 
to congratulate them for this fine service to our young people.

I can see a great service possible for the Patriotic Instructor in 
promoting activities which encourage our Youth to learn more about 
the Civil War, thereby keeping alive the heroic services of our Fathers 
and Grandfathers.

I sincerely thank you all for giving me the privilege of serving in 
the capacity of Patriotic Instructor during the past year.

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REPORT OF THE GAR HIGHWAY OFFICER 1972
f

Brothers and Officers, Greetings:
It is with great pleasure that I render this report. A year ago, I 

humbly accepted this office — thinking there was little to be done 
and remembering that this office changed from a committee to a single 
officer and then even the possibility of abolishing the office altogether 
was considered.

But after several months, I came to realize it is one of our National 
Projects that has been forgotten. We sit on our laurels thinking that 
we successfully completed our job in 1953 and it is finished.

You are holding a folder I had printed — Brother A1 Lambert origi­
nated this folder back in 1953. It has long been out of print and it is 
needed today.

State Officials have forgotten our effort in the forties and fifties. 
Our Brothers think the project is finished and so the GAR Highway is 
no longer marked along its entire route.

I personally traveled U. S. Route 6 through Ohio and Indiana and 
looked for GAR Highway markers — often looking in vain. Pennsyl­
vania seems well marked and of course, Nevada put a whole new set 
of markers up a few years ago.

A letter was drafted to state Highway officials and this needs further 
study and effort.

Departments through which U. S. Route 6 passes should have a GAR 
Highway Officer and this man should report to the National GAR High­
way Officer. In areas where we do not have Sons Camps, the National 
GAR Highway Officer should contact State Highway Officials. This is 
how this office should work and publicity of this project should be un­
dertaken.

Therefore, recommend the following:
1. All New Department Commanders of Departments through which 

U. S. Route 6 passes, appoint a Department GAR Highway Officer 
and this officer contact their local State officials reporting on the 
GAR Highway to their Department Encampment and sending a 
copy to the National GAR Highway Officer. Department encamp­
ments then can take local action if needed and the National GAR 
Highway Officer can coordinate effort.

2. That an attractive folder be prepared either through this office 
through the National Secretary-Treasurer and be available to the 
members and Departments. The sum not to exceed $50 and to 
be reported next year.

These folders could be distributed free or sold at minimumal fee 
like the SUV promotional pieces. The Budget Committee or Council of 
Administration to decide if a fee would be charged.

Recommendation £3:
Should Grant Highway and Lincoln Highway also be a part of this 

Committee work?
Again thank you for the honor you have given me and I trust you 

will find my efforts worthwhile.

Commander-in-Chief Furman: The Encampment will please come to 
Order. The Chaplain will please open the Bible. (Membership rose)

At this time, I would ask the Guide to escort into our session, Sister 
Emma Wheeler, Past National President of the Auxiliary to enlighten 
us on the invitation by the New Hampshire Department for the 1974. 
Since this invitation was not entered into our Proceedings officially 
by oversight, it is only fair that we review the progress of the New 
Hampshire Committee, and clarify any questions our membership might 
have regarding any misunderstanding.

Sister Wheeler stated that she and Bro. Cleon Heald, P.C. in C. were 
appointed Co-Chairman of the New Hampshire Department Committee 
and that they had checked with various Hotels since 1971 when the 
Sons met in Boston. These Hotels included the Wentworth by the Sea 
and the Mt. Washington Hotel. The Committee numbers 6 members 
each by the Sons and Auxiliary and 2 from the Ladies of the G.A.R.

Sister Wheeler informed the Sons that the New Hampshire Depart­
ment Committee had approved the invitation from the Mt. Washington 
Hotel and this Committee had also approved the American Plan for 
room reservations. Also she reported on other efforts of the Commit­
tee to seek Hotel concessions, but felt the Mt. Washington Hotel was 
the most attractive.

Several of the Sons asked questions regarding the cost difference 
between the European and American Plan for registered delegates.

Bro. C. LeRoy Stoudt, Chairman of the National Sons Encampment 
Site Committee then asked the Sons to again consider if the shortening 
of the business sessions by one day would effect the Hotel concessions 
if they knew the convention would be one day shorter. Also the fact 
that it might mean that each Organization would bear extra cost for 
rooms as Headquarters which might otherwise be complimentary, since 
complimentary rooms are given based on the total registered delegates 
over a given period of time.

Bro. Albert C. Lambert expressed his concern regarding the high 
cost proposal by the Mt. Washington Hotel for room rates, complimen­
tary rooms, etc. Suggested more groundwork and perhaps contact other 
Hotels.

Bro. Stoudt stated that it is important to negotiate in advance to get 
the dates in August that the Organization desires which in most cases 
is at least two years and some places three or four years.

Brother Heacock questioned that if the Nw Hampshire Department 
Encampment Committee accepted the Mt. Washington Hotels imitation, 
why did they not contact the National Encampment Site Committee 
for action and guidance?

Many delegates voiced their opinions on a four day Encampment vs 
a five day Encampment. It was suggested that if a four day business 
Encampment was planned, the fifth day could be used for the tour day 
on Thursday, rather than the present day being established as Wednes­
day. It was reported that the Sons and Auxiliary now have no sessions 
on Wednesday but the Ladies of the G.A.R., do have business sessions. 
To further the discussion the following action was taken.
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Past Commander-in-Chief Stoudt: To get this matter on the floor 
for resolving, I move you Sir., that starting in 1974 or 1975, we reduce 
the Encampment from the present five days to four days.

Seconded by Bro. Frank M. Heacock, Sr.
Under the heading of “questions on the motion”, several Sons asked 

additional questions on any binding concessions already made by the 
Encampment Committees, either Department or National. Especially 
that any action taken by the Encampment might jeopardize the New 
Hampshire Department for 1974.

The following motion was then offered:
Bro. Allen B. Howland: Since we are getting no where fast, I move 

you we table the entire matter indefinitely.
Bro. William C. Rule: I second the motion. Motion Carried.

REPORT FROM THE COMMITTEE ON AMERICANISM 
AND EDUCATION — AUGUST, 1972

To the Commander-in-Chief 
and all assembled, at the 
91st National Encampment.

While I feel certain that all Departments have been active, and 
would be able to contribute to this report. If all the details were known, 
this same report would amount to several volumes.

The only other Department apart from my own to send any material 
to this Committee on Americanism and Education, was the Department 
of New Jersey.

The Department of New Jersey is to be complimented by our National 
Organization, as well as this Committee for their successful fight against 
the School Board, and System that permitted the Black Flag to replace 
the Stars and Stripes in the class rooms, making it clear that we in 
this country have but one National Emblem to which we swear allegiance.

In my own State of Wisconsin we have carried on the fight against 
the (3) Three Day Holiday Legislation.

The Sons of Veterans Reserve, with cooperation of the American 
Legion did on May 30, 1972 observe Memorial Day at Forest Home Ceme­
tery, Milwaukee at 6:30 p.m. at the grave side of General Lysander 
Cutler, Iron Brigade Commander. On November 11 the S.V.R. also ob­
served Veterans Day at the stone marker, dedicated to the “Boys in 
Blue" at Whitnall Park in Hales Corners, Wisconsin, again with the 
cooperation of the American Legion. At both Ceremonies the public 
was invited, and were in attendance in satisfactory numbers. News­
papers also gave considerable coverage to the Traditional Memorial Ob­
servance. From information received from Mr. John Moses Adminis­
trator of Veterans Affairs for the State of Wisconsin, Indiana and 
Georgia have exercised their states rights, and have gone back to the 
Traditional dates, and while I visited in Kentucky, I was told by the 
American Legion State Historian, a Mr. Ochs by name, that his State 
too has returned to the original dates.
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In the past year, on a personal basis I have lectured in schools, from 
grade school to high school, to Senior Citizens, and American Legion, 
and V.F.W. and from comments made by those in attendance, all were 
in sympathy with the opposition to moral descreation of the Day set 
aside for our fallen heroes, who gave their tomorrow, that we could 
have today.

While in cooperation with the Allied Orders, this Department has 
participated in many other observances, such as G.A.R. Memorial Din­
ner, Loyalty Day programs, and parades, wreath layings, flag burning 
ceremonies, and Armed Forces Day to name a few. Each time prevail­
ing on the T.V. and Press to give us as much coverage as possible. In 
this way we not only promote Americanism and Education, but also 
get the general public to know that the Sons of Union Veterans are 
still around and active.

Because of our activities, we have generated enough interest with 
the 12tli Illinois Infantry Regiment, that Colonel Ernest V. Frankenberg 
and myself went to Moline, Illinois and persuaded them to join the 
Sons of Union Veterans and form a Camp. Needless to say, they did 
just that.

On November 12 of this year an Old Charter will be reactivated at 
the Summit Town Hall when we give the obligation to five new members.

Women are waiting to form an Auxiliary to the Sons, and to form 
a Nurses Corps for the Reserve.

To those of you who may wonder what constitutes Americanism and 
Education. I can only tell you to do your Patriotic Duty, take part in 
patriotic programs, encourage others to join our organization. Exchange 
ideas with people from other areas as to what can be done to promote 
patriotic programs in your area, in the schools, and civic groups. Get 
after your local politicians and remind them to present themselves as 
good Americans, and tell your local papers about it when they do, and 
when they don’t. By your own actions you will educate the young peo­
ple by word and deed what it means to be a good American.

wish to pay tribute to our National Organiza­
tion for the Annual Observances which they sponsor, such as Remem­
brance Day, Lincoln Tomb Ceremonies, and the Annual Encampment of 
the Sons of Veterans Reserve.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON LEGISLATION

July 26, 1972
TO: Norman R. Furman, Commander-in-Chief 
RE: The Legislative Report for 1971-72
Greetings. Your Comimttee on Legislation begs leave to submit the fol­
lowing report to you and thru you to the officers and delegates to the 
91st Annual Encampment of our beloved Order.
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This report will concern itself with matters involving Americanism 
and national security deemed to be of particular interest to our Order. 
We have attempted to keep the membership abreast of current issues 
thru the publication of quarterly reports in The Banner. This has been 
possible with the generous cooperation of its esteemed and resourceful 
editor, Albert C. Lambert.

AMERICAN REVOLUTION BICENTENNIAL COMMISSION APPRO­
PRIATION — The House of Representatives on June 19 rejected H. R. 
13691. a bill to appropriate $6.7 million for the American Revolution 
Bicentennial Commission for fiscal year 1973. The measure lost by a 
vote of 174 to 165 but needed a two-thirds majority because it was being 
considered under a suspension of the rules.

The appropriation measure undoubtedly will be reconsidered on a 
subsequent House calendar when its critics will have an opportunity to 
offer amendments. It appears that the celebration of the Revolution 
may be nearly as hard fought as was the Revolution itself. The Com­
mission was created by Congress in 1966. President Lyndon Johnson 
appointed its first members.

ANTIETAM BATTLEFIELD RESTORATION — Although identical 
bills have been introduced in both houses of Congress (S. 1525 and 
H R. 7613) to preserve the Antietam Battlefield Site by tripling its 
acreage, no action has been reported to date. With the heavy agenda 
facing Congress before adjournment, there is no likelihood that a hear­
ing will be scheduled. Individuals and groups concerned with the ex­
tent of private development and encroachment upon this historic site 
should begin planning now to mount a campaign for congressional ac­
tion early in the 93rd Congress. On the assumption that new measures 
on the subject will be introduced in the new Congress, a hearing before 
the appropriate subcommittee will constitute the next step. In the 
House of Representatives that unit is the Subcommittee on National 
Parks and Recreation chaired by Rep. Roy A. Taylor of North Carolina. 
In the Senate, Sen. Alan Bible of Nevada chairs the Subcommittee for 
Parks and Recreation. Without a hearing in at least one house of 
Congress and a favorable committee report, there is no chance for a 
bill to advance in the legislative process.

STRATEGIC ARMS LIMITATION AGREEMENTS — As the result 
of negotiations begun in 1969 between the United States and the Soviet 
Union, the Senate will soon consider the ratification of the strategic 
arms limitation treaty popularly known as SALT. Signed by President 
Nixon and Soviet Communist Party General Secretary Brezhnev during 
the President’s visit to Moscow in late May, the treaty and the com­
panion interim agreement on offensive weapons have been before the 
Senate Foreign Relations and Armed Services Committees where hear­
ings have been conducted.

The SALT treaty would limit the construction of anti-ballistic missile 
(ABM) sites to two in each country: one to protect the capital city 
and one to protect an intercontinental ballistic missile (ICBM) site. 
The interim agreement on offensive weapons would govern the produc­
tion and deployment of ICBMs and missile-firing submarine-launched 
ballistic missiles. The agreement runs for five years during which a 
permanent accord will be negotiated.
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MILITARY PROCUREMENT BILL — On June 27 tlie House of Repre­
sentatives beat back several attempts to cut the Defense Department’s 
request for $21.3 billion earmarked for the development of new of­
fensive weapons under terms of the interim agreement on offensive 
weapons. Each amendment lost decisively and the final vote was 334 
to 59 in favor of passage of H.R. 15495. Included in the measure are 
funds for the development of the Trident submarine and the B-l bomber 
plus a safeguard anti-missile site for the Washington, D. C. area and 
improved Safeguard radars. On June 14 the House Armed Services 
Committee had trimmed $1.5 billion from the initial request, one of 
the deepest cuts ever authorized in the memory of Rep. F. Edward 
Hebert of Louisiana, committee chairman.

The Senate Armed Services Committee has approved the measure 
but its fate is uncertain when it is debated by the entire Senate. Critics 
of the Bill are expected to charge that military spending, especially on 
developmental projects, is very wasteful and that adequate controls are 
nearly impossible to devise and administer.

SUBVERSIVE ACTIVITIES CONTROL BOARD APPROPRIATION — 
As reported in the July 1972 issue of The Banner, the House of Repre­
sentatives voted on May 30 to change the name of the Subversive Activi­
ties Control Board to the Federal Internal Security Board and give it 
new powers to identify Communist-controlled groups and organizations. 
To date the Senate has not acted on that measure, H. R. 9669. But on 
June 15, the Upper Chamber accepted by a vote of 42 to 25 an amend­
ment to an omnibus appropriation bill that would cut off all funds 
for the SACB in fiscal year 1973. The sponsors of the amendment. 
Senators William Proxmire of Wisconsin and Sam J. Ervin, Jr., of 
North Carolina, charged that the Board has been inactive and that it 
held hearings on only two cases in 1970 for a total of about ten days’ 
work. Sen. Ervin also questioned the constitutionality of a board created 
solely for the purpose of judging what constitutes a subversive organiza 
tion.

MONDAY HOLIDAY LEGISLATION — With the passage of Senate 
Bill No. 3, Louisiana joined Wisconsin as the last two states to pass 
some version of the “Monday Holiday Law” this spring. However, some 
states have begun to have second thoughts on the matter. In Georgia. 
Illinois, and Indiana, Veterans’ Day 1972 will be observed on the tradi­
tional date of November 11. This has come about by legislative act 
amending Monday holiday laws in each of those states. These changes 
have come about because veterans’ groups have come to realize how 
meaningless the fourth Monday in October is as Veterans Day.

Our Order is particularly concerned for the observance of Memorial 
Day. Your chairman believes strongly that Memorial Day belongs on 
May 30. But unfortunately, of the four historic dates Congress chose 
to alter, Memorial Day is the only occasion generally recognized as a 
holiday in much of the nation. Unlike Veterans Day which was shifted 
forward by three weeks or more depending on the year, the Monday ob­
servance of Memorial Day usually will fall close to the traditional date. 
Because of these factors, your chairman doubts that a groundswell of 
protest will manifest itself so as to bring about a change in the federal 
law. States are perhaps more susceptible to pressure, but they are 
reluctant to get out of step with their neighbors where a true National 
holiday is involved.
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It is unfortunate that we have felt compelled over the years to de­
vote so much ink to the issue of Monday holidays. Had the large vet­
erans organizations with full-time, paid staffs in Washington, D. C. been 
on the job in 1968, the Monday holiday proposal would not have gotten 
out of a congressional committee.

Since 1972 represents a presidential election year, most of the atten­
tion of the national media will be devoted to the major candidates for 
the Presidency. Congressional and state legislative campaigns will also 
be underway and may provide greater opportunity for citizen involve­
ment. We have a responsibility to familiarize ourselves with the issues 
so that we can question those candidates for Congress and the State 
Legislature from our area on matters of concern to us. We should not 
assume that a candidate will support a given position. The campaign 
gives us the opportunity to find out the attitudes of a politician before 
the election is held.

I wish to acknowledge with thanks the support and encouragement 
given your chairman by the other members of the committee: Charles 
A. Brady, Jr., Fred I-I. Combs, Jr., William M. Coffin, and Arthur R. 
Glenum. It has been a privilege to serve our Commander-in-Chief in 
this capacity.

Commander-in-Chief Furman: Brothers, we will continue with the 

business at hand in this, our last day of this Encampment. Is the Com­
mittee on Constitution and Regulations ready to submit their report?

Past Commander-in-Chief Rippey: Your Committee has had several 
items referred to them. However, for clarification of such recommenda­
tions may I remind the delegates that for any change in the Constitu­
tion, changes must be acted on 40 days or more in advance of the Na­
tional Encampment, approved by tvo-third vote of the Department and 
the National Encampment and proclaimed by General Orders.

Your Committee submits the following proposed Amendments to the 
Constitution:

Article III—Eligibility to Membership. (From the Department of 
Ohio). Change the last word in line two to read “fourteen” in­
stead of “sixteen”, so that this provision shall read “All male 
descendants, whether through paternal or maternal line, not less 
than fourteen years of age” etc.
Committee recommends approval

By a motion of Brother Albert C. Lambert, seconded by several, 
that we accept the report of the Committee.

A rising vote showed 52 voted yes — O voted no. — Motion carried.
Committee Chairman Rippey: The second proposed Amendment is 

submitted from the New Jersey Department as follows:
Article VII, Section 3. Eliminate all except the first two sen­
tences, and add “Departments and Camps may establish asso­
ciates, provided that the number of associates members in any 
Camp shall not exceed one-fourth of the total membership of 
the Camp at the time of election. At no time during a meeting 
of a Camp, a Department, or the National Organization can busi­
ness be transacted if the number of associate members in attend­
ance exceed forty-nine percent of the total attendance then pres­
ent at said meetings.”
Committee recommends approval

Several members discussed pros and cons regarding certain phases 
and opinions from Camps and Departments. The strongest point was 
the per-cent proposed. The following motion was made.

Past Commander-in-Chief Lambert: It seems that the membership 
present here feels the percentage is in question. I feel sure that the 
Brothers in my Department would go along with the changing from 
one-fourth to one-third in paragraph one of the proposed amendment. 
I so move you to insert the percentage as one-third.

Motion was seconded by Past Commander-in-Chief Heacock.
A rising vote showed 41 in favor voting yes — 11 voted No. Motion 

carried.
Committee Chairman Rippey: There was a recommendation from 

the Report of the Commander-in-Chief referred to this Committee for 
action since it refers to the C. & R. This is in reference to a require­
ment making it proceedure that a member must serve as at Department 
Commander prior to being elected a Commander-in-Chief. Your Com­
mittee does not concur.

JCamp Commander to be elected a Dept. Cmdr.
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Past Commander-in-Chief Heacock: Commander-In-Chief. I move you 
that the recommendation of the Commander-in-Chief be sustained.

Seconded by Past Department Commander Charles Hooper.
A rising vote resulted in 32 yes — 11 No. Motion carried
Past Commander-in-Chief Heacock:

Since the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War are ending 
their National Convention this date in Hartford. Connecticut, I move 
you that the National Secretary be directed to send a telegram of good 
wishes and continued success to their National President and their 
Organization.

Seconded by Bro. Lew McKee, PDC, Oregon and Washington. Motion 
carried.

Past Commander-in-Chief William W. Haskell: Brothers. In addition 
to the report of the Committee on Ritual and Ceremony submitted 
earlier in this encampment, we would like to recommend that in the 
next printing of the Ritual booklets, we include in part, a service for 
the retiring of Camp Commanders, Department Commanders and the 
Commanders-in-Chief.

A motion was made by Bro. Frank M. Heacock, Sr., seconded by 
Bro. Lew McKee that this be made a record of this encampment. Motion 
carried.

Commander-in-Chief Furman: Brothers. We are now coming close 
to the end of our business. Does the Committee on C. & R. have a. 
final report.

Committee Chairman Rippey: We have one thing to conclude our 
report. Since it has been a long time since the Regulations regarding 
the Sons of Veterans Reserve has been reviewed and with the con­
tinued success of the Reserve program, it is suggested that the Regula­
tions be reviewed and reported back at the 1973 National Encampment 
in California for action. Recommendation approved.

At this time. Sr. Vice Commander-in-Chief John C. Yocum submitted 
a most inspiring report as Chairman of the 100th Anniversary Fund as 
authorized at the Ninetieth National Encampment, in Boston, Massa­
chusetts last August.

Through his hard work and constant drive to solicit contributions, 
a listing of 49 contributors totalling $2SS.OO (His goal was $100.00> 
The list is not included in this proceedings but made an official record 
at National Headquarters.

Commander-in-Chief Furman: Brother Jack. You have done a terrific 
job. Brothers let us rise and give Brother Jack a round of applause for 
his efforts.

Has the Encampment Site Committee a final report?
Past Commander-in-Chief Lambert: I wish to make a motion at this 

time, to take the matter from the table regarding the tabled motion 
made on Monday of this week.

Motion was seconded by PDC J. B. Johnson, Iowa. Motion carried.
Past Commander-in-Chief Stoudt: To make the invitation official 

and a matter of record, I move you we accept the invitation from the 
New Hampshire Department for our National Encampment in 1974.

(Motion was seconded by several and carried.)
And now for the future years, I move you we accept the invitation 

from the New York Department for 1975 and the Ohio Department for 
1976, with locations to be announced later.

Seconded by Past Commander-in-Chief Arnold. Motion carried.

Brother Commander-in-Chief.
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Past Commander-in-Chief Stoudt: Now that you have hound our Or­
ganization to these dates and places, what is you desire as to who will 
arrange the Encampment Site location in the future?

Following some discussion on pros and cons, a motion was made by 
PDC Allen B. Howland, seconded by Past Commander-in-Chief Harold E. 
Arnold, that the entire matter of selecting the Encampment Site Hotel 
for all National Encampments be left in the hands of the National En­
campment Site Committee. This to include rates, concessions, com­
plementary rooms, etc. Motion carried.
