Brothers, 

For authority to issue a replacement charter, the governing document is Chapter I, Article I, Section 2, of 

the National Regulations as contained in the annotated 2012 Blue Book.  Specifically, footnote 11 applies 

to this section, and states:  “11 The request for a replacement Charter should be made to the Commander-

in-Chief who should then issue a General Order for a replacement Charter.  If the names of the members 

listed on the lost or damaged Charter are known, they may be listed on the replacement Charter.  If the 

original charter names are not known, then no names should be listed.  It should be noted on the new 

charter that it is a replacement charter. NC Grim, Op III, 128th 261.” 

Brother Joseph S. Hall has requested for his Camp, General Zenas R. Bliss, Camp No. 12, to obtain a 

blank replacement Charter for his camp.  The Charter has been missing for quite some time and they want 

to get a replacement Charter. The $25 replacement fee has been paid. 

Therefore, this General Order approves this request for a replacement Charter for the General Zenas R. 

Bliss, Camp No. 12, the original names are not known, so this replacement Charter will not have the 

original names listed. 

The replacement Charter will be given at the National Encampment in Marietta, Georgia as requested.
