“Angles and Heroes”

Regarding the Bronze Plaque “A” and the three National emblems across the top of same, please
note the following.

e The Maple Leaf is the National Emblem of Canada and has been regarded as such since
circa 1700 if not before.

e The Crown represents Great Britain and the commonwealth of Nations. Canada is a
member of the Commonwealth and thus her allegiance is to the Crown. The Crown on the
plaque is known as the “Saint Edward Crown”, conferred upon Queen Victoria at her
coronation. Queen Victoria reigned over the British Empire from 1837 until 1901, thus
making her the reigning monarch during the period of the American Civil War.

e The five-pointed star represents the United States of America.

e The two outside emblems indicate where the Canadian and United States national colors
would be placed into the flag sockets at the rear of the soldier’s pedestal for special
occasions and ceremonial activities conducted at the monument. The national colors would
at other times be removed and stored to prevent theft and inordinate wear and weathering
of the flags.
